Take Care of e Tmtto Vines.

If thtre Is any one subject that
would eeem to be ekhaasted, it is
tbe Tomato Trellises. During the
last twtnty j ears we nave described
prebtbly twenty different trellises.

your b.matovioes rrom resting up m
the ground. One of the simplest
methods is, to drive in stakes at an
anglo of forty-liv- e degrees, and nail,
or lain to tnese Jignt poles of any
kiod; in the absence of poles use
wire. Tne wnole object ls to so
place tbe vines that they can be
reached on all sides, not only that
we may free them from the worm,"
Dui o fave me rruit nom decay.
If tbe fruit is left in direct contact
with the soil, decay sets in soon
after ripening bfglns,' supportingthe clusters of fruit, where all can
be seen, will allow of the removal of
the poor y snapen, and when theyare too much crowded1 they may be
thinned. The French ad vise trainingtne tomato to a single stake, we
have tried this and do not like it.
xne cluster or xruit as tbey ap-
proach maturity, become very
heavy, and Just as they are
the most promising will break away
rrom tne main stem: aach clusters
can not be readily supported when
the plants are trained to a r single
staxe, cut on a weiiis of almost any
kind they may be kept up.
