HE WWCISSOV IIMLNO.

Connected with the engine is au
Ingenious aiTaiigCmet.t for renew,
lug the pile of plush and tlvet
goods injuredi3 nater. itconsisti
of a large square box tilled by steam
from tlie eugluu. This box has a
perforated zinc top, and while the
manlulator turns the plu-.l- i from
side to side it Is bru'hed by a re-
volving brush; the air from tlie re-
volving. fans, near one of which it
is placed, constantly circulating
over the surface of the goods, dries
it at the tamo time by evaporating
steam. Whtu this room Is given
ovtrto the drying of dried fruits,
nuts, beans, rice--, tobacco, collec,
cigar, and groeerlesof every kind,
they are arranged upon largo per-
forated trayr Eel upon slats in tier
one above the other, fhe air, at a
moderate heat. Is kept eirculatine
uver and around them by means of
fans, and they are thus dried b
evaporation without injury.

Flour is very little injured bj
water, as a paste forms ujon the
outer surface which preserves the
flour within from damage; therefore
it is f Imply necessary to remove tlie
staves of the barrel, scrajo oil" tin
outer jiaste from the llour, and place
It Iu a Iare bin, from which it -
sl(ted through au imiutnse sieve,
and reweighed and Jiarreled. Tea
preserves Itself iu omewlmt the
same w ay. A iuautlt of tea saved
from the burning of a tea wate

nggregatlng l,l'W,Ov)J pounds
bad been dried and was ready tjt
re box lug. when It was found by a
chemical analysis to be unfit for

.food on account of the river watei
with which It had been saturated.
Although to all appcaraucea it was
as good tea as one ordinarily bus.
and the:ewa nothing unu.ual in
its taste, beta,; unfit for fuod,it could
neither be sold nor given away.
What was tb e doiie?

As .a last resort it was deeided to
feed the furnace w ith it, and for five
months was the entire bullding(flve
stories) heated with tea for fuel.

Some that were
fa badly bunted at the edges ns to
be useless for any other jHirpose
were thrown aside to be sold to
manufacturers of "cottage cariiets,"
or to the paper mills to whom
thousands of tons of such refuse are
sold every car. Othir piece,
mainly cotton cloth, which is very
inflammable, while not too bad)
burned for use, are damaged so
much as to Ie unsalable. There
goods are given to aid societies and
the poor, and, vv hen suitable, to hos-
pitals for bandages.

The fourth aud fifth II jois are de-

viled to measuring goo J, making
them into bolts, and clipping off
burned edges, the clipplug being
dope by a huge Tulfe worked bj a
lever, wliieh clips aud presses a
who'e bolt by a single nioven.ent.
They are then ticketed and made
Into lots and are ready for market.
Hals and caps are sul jectcd to press-
ure to exjiel the water, and are then
dried and reblocked. It was inter-
esting to observ e tho busy workmen
and watch them take from the bin,
which must have contained many
thousands of hats, a crushed, sliajo
Iess thing, and watch it under their
hards become as perfect a hat as
could be bought from a fashionable
hatter.

The other buildings, which are a
part of the reclaiming establish-
ment, are devoted mainly to the
care of groceries and tobaeTU. to

coflee, spices, nuts, etc,
and to tho renovation of cigars.
Tills branch of tho is skil-
fully done. Tobacco, Which fulckly
molds when wet, must buskm ly and
carefully dried In order thatlu fla-
vor mav not bo inlured. as must also
cljtar. The original packages are
carefully counted, and an alUdavit
of their nurube r made to the revenue
department of the government,
which furnishes free of charge! the
stamps for tile new packages. Cigars
receive new wrsipers and boxes,
and are sold In wholesale lots.

All tho processes described have
been invented aud experini( nted
w ith one by one. It has been the
work of a lifetime to bring them to
their present perfection. The appa-
ratus which is for measuring
cloth, as well as tho many contriv-
ances for brushing and iiollshlng
goods of all kinds Injured by smoke
au J water, from nuts to brass
bedsteads, was invented by the
head of the house, as well as all the
other processes referred to in this
article.

(Jreat skill Is required iu removing
iitock from tho ruins, as lack of skill
In this particular would add greatly
to thelitis.

The large cheap stores, as well as
many wholesalo dealer, are the
purchasers of reclaimed salvage.
The goods when they come into
their hands are almost as jurfeet as
when they came from the factory.

The Marquis, Tseng, says the

Philadelphia I'reti, was the bead of
one of the few' Chinese families
Svhlcli according to the Ideas of the
.west would be termed arltocrallc.
TheTsengs trace their ancestry back
to old Tseng tzu, who was not only
one ot the four disciples of Confu-
cius, but also the author of tlie
classic book called the
Tseng TCwofan, the father of tho
statesman whose death it, now an-
nounced, was elevated to the hered-
itary rank' or nobility called "hou,"
which has been generally trans-
lated as marquis, for rallying the
fighting men of central China for
the siege of .Nankin. Until his
death In 1372 he was the

In Chins.

France. Notwithstanding his
among Chinesoofllcials

derived from tho signal services tf
his father, he was In his fortieth
Jear before he obtained a postemal
to his natural capacity and afTordlng
scope for the talents he had cul
tivated.

In 1SS0, on the failure of CbuDg
How's mission and the repudiation
of the treaty of Uvadia, the Mar-
quis Tseng was appointed, in addi-
tion to his other missions, ambassa-
dor and cuvoy plenipotentiary to
the court of St. Petersburg, and In-
structed to proceed without delay to
Russia In order to reopen the nego-
tiations on the suljlect ,of the prov.
luce of Kuldja. lie proceeded In
the task with such tact and decision
that not only did he succeed Iu in-
ducing the ltusslin foreign ofllcuto
reopen the question, but even to
make a new treaty, by which China
secured the whole of tho province
of III, Willi the exception of a small
and unimportant district on the west
of tliat region.

While living In London the mar-
quis attracted much attention. At
btate affairs he appeared in gorgeous
array, with a purple cap from which
depended an enormous tassel, a
heavy dark silk petticoat, and ajel-lo-

Jacket. (Altbougb
Tseng was reported to have a for-
tune of $100,000 a J ear, he lived
without e tenia tion.and his revenues
were devoted to the supoit of his
elan in the province of HouCv'aui .

Since his return to China he .has
been engaged in the battle for rail
roads and other public Improve-
ments. He carried home with him
fiom Europe progressive Ideas
which havo since been felt In the
modification of Chinese policy.

The marquis was brilliantly

of skill. He married the daughter
ofXIu Ting, the governor of Shang
