The claim Is mado that
thu dread disease tavca more llvts
than It deitroji; that there ore lew
capitals lu I.uropu which aro not made
cleaner, sweeter, more habitable an I

betlthy because of tho threateutd
riiltatlou, aud that wo on this ildo are
following tult with commendable
celerity, or words to that effect.
