New York, April 13. A large and

distinguished gathering was present in
Steinway Hall tonight to hear an ad-
dress by James Russell Lowell on
"The Independent In Politics," deliv-
ered under the auspices of the New
fork Reform Club.

Senators Fessenden and Trumbull
when they dared to act independent of
their party In the impeachment case

early days we produced states-
men not endowed with Burke's
genius, but corapaiable with him
ta breadth of view, and perhaps hia
superiors in political sagacity. I be-
lieve there is as much ot raw mateiial

f statesmanship among ns as ever.
If parties will net look after their own
Jramagt there must be someone who
will do it for them. This duty can be
done only by men disassociated from
che Interest of party. The independ-ents have undertaken it, and with
God's help will carry it through. A
moral purpose multiplies as by ten, as
t multiplied the early abolitionists.
They emancipated tbe negro and mean
to emancipate the respectable white
van. I am struck with the ' fact that
while we produce great captains and
political managers, there seems to be a
pause In the prod action of leaders of
statesmanship. I am thankful to have
oe"en the contemporary of one, among

at modern times Abraham Lincoln.
What will be immediately to the ad-
