were based upon wrong promises and
could not be accurate In order forany good work to be done the re-
Fearchvis still work of years wouldhe to be gone over and mode right
This Inaric was so enormous that any
one else would not have dared to 01-
tempt it Prof Newcomb not only at-
tempted hut carried It out lie was-
lit Lurope ongaged In examining the
records of the great observatories at-
tire time of the rancolniBslan war
arid at Its close went to Paris to make
his calculations there He entered the
city lust at the end of the Beige Mrs-
Newcomb being tho first nngllsh wo
man to come to Paris after Its capitu-
