lam pleased to see so many out this

afternoon and I regret that the house

was not filled this morning to hear
President George Q Cannon I con-

sidered it a privilege to listen to his re-

marks I rejoice that we have men who

can teach us the way of life and salva-
tion As much as I love life and the
good things ot life thatGod has prold
ed for us the Gospel IIs more to me than
all else on earth I have never found on

the pages ol history anything so satis-

factory as the Gospel Through the
Spirit ol this Gospel the Bible has be
come to us a new book because we can

read It by the light of that Spirit It is

a lamp that sheds additional ray upon
the scriptures making us lto understand-
the Bible better than any other people
upon the face of the earth Without
this light the Bible has become n
stumbling block to our brethren and
sisters of the Christian denominations
But with this light ol the Holy Spirit it is
possible to walk in the ways ol life and
salvation And God has granted this
great boon unto this people because of
their humility and obedience It is the
humilityI of the heart not wealth nor
fine apparel nor beautiful houses that j

wins in the courts of heaven and insures
Gods blessing upon the creature Alll
men are born to receive if they will the
higher order It will not be intolerable
for the heathen in the day of judgment
provided they have lived according to the
best light that his been given them but
itwiilTre intolerableI for the iindividual-
who

has received the light and then re
jected It and sinned knowingly before
God hese are they on whom per
chance the second death will have power-
I find myself with you to sonic extent in
a precarious condition We ore walking
In the straight and narrow pith that Ileads
unto eternal life and w itli the knowledge-
that we possess if we but deviate to the
right hand or to the left and turn from
that path that leads to eternal life it iis
written that we had better never have
been born upon the earth This IIs
scripture and not to have been born up-

on the earth would render us it seems to
me incapable of receiving a celestial
glory in the presence o1 our Father
J hese bodies are given to us that we may
attain unto tinsi celestiilI state through obe-
dience As Christ ascended and obtained
life supremacy through obedience have
tits brethren and sisters the sons and
daughters of OoJ to attain unto this
blessing through obedience in the flesh
Obedience is at the foundation of all the
blessings of God There iis no blessing
without iit If 1 blessing a bestowed on
the disobedicntiti may become n curse to
him and the more blessed the thing be
stowed thegrcater t le curse onto the du
obedient creature This we have experi-
enced The good things of the earth are for
the children of our lather in heaven but
when we receive and abuse them they be-

come a curse unto us Man Is a peculiar
being I have studied myself enough to
know that I am one of the most peculiar-
of all of God creations I know not
myself I cannot tell who I am I may
look at my face in a mirror hut as it is
written I go away and immediately for
get what manner of man lam I think
today that I will be faithful that I will
perform certain act hut Influences come
along and turn me from the path I would
tread in and before the sun sets I do
things that I never dreamed of Ifind
myself in 1 dual capacity and that there
Is a warfare going on within me There-
are two distinct parts within meone the
spiritual from God and the other of the
earth earthy I know that that spirit
dwells in tins temple It is here for a
season to punfy this house In which I
dwell and to make it a fit habitation for
the spirit in the celestial kingdom of our
God To my understanding the spirit is
without a house to dwell In when for-

feits the body that God has given to it
and a spiriti without a body cannot At

tale to the celestial kingdom I find also
that this warfare within me iis of a very
peculiar nature I have two minds in
me as well as two beings When the
Spirit of God rests upon me and I make
up my mind then the spirit has been
communicated with by the Spirit of God
and it determines what course it will
pursue Then It has to deal urlh the be-

ing in which it dwells with all those
tastes and imperfections that seem to
have come down to us from our fathers-
The spirit bcstas its warfare upon the
flesh upon the apettes of the flesh to
try and overcome them By and by I

decide that instead of doing whit I was
convinced was proper I will cater to an
appetite that I have acquired in the flesh
Here commences a war between the
spirit and the flesh I am like the man
who resolved that he would pass a cer-

tain whisky saloon without stopping to
l take a drink lie walked straight as a

soldier past the liquor establishment and
when he got a few rods past he said

It is the tendency of the human family to

treat resolution I find this war go
ing on in me But my reflections on this
subject carry me at times beyond where-

and he cannot refrain from it and alter

have seen in book of various denoml
nations a form cif prayer printed for al-

most every occasion prayer for thanks-
giving prayer for mourning prayers for

Ing etc Everything in the shape of
prayer seems to he prepared lor the
people The way to serve God is made
just as easy as puss ble It Is like a boy
I saw In a certain city which has a large
number of imageS and everybody that
pisses an image Likes his hat all to it
This boy was about fourteen years old
and he wit passing one ol these images
and without looking it but simply as a
matter of habit lie doffed Ills cap to the

None whatever It is but a device of the

Now this people are not going to ob
tain salvation in an easy manner The
Latterday Saints have got to warm Ith

for And the warfare iis internal as well-
as external and Is going on constantly
The Latterday Saints have the world

It Is recognized generally that growth
IIs the product of lime and that which
iis to endure come of slow accretion-
particle by particle yet each one minis-
tering to the grand result

thing with anotherthComparing
ea fo and fitted forks
purpose by such periods as seem to man
to partake of the infinite or as human
phraseology goes the eternall

Six days says the record which man
has interpreted according to his limned
vision and thus created that conflict be
tween socalled science and theology
which iis felt in certain religious circles
even at tho present day yet there is
abundant evidence that those days or
periods far transcend all measurements
which are familiar to human calculation

The foundations of the British govern
ment reach bock at least to the days ol
Alfred now somewhat over a thousand

gO and probably our Welshbrethren would assert that the founda-
tions of rule existing there were laid
in the mountains of Wales before even
th e Roman invader pressed with his
triumphant foot the soil of Britain be-
fore or about the time ol Christ

However far we react backward for
the first planting of the seeds of liberty
or study the special epochs thereof
