Sale of Property fer Taxes.—T'he
City collector commenced selling
property at ten o'clock this morn-
ing, in front of the Cily llall, us
per advertizement, for delingquent
taxes. Deginniug at the head of
the list he disposed of several pieces
and then adjourned the sale until
next Saturday morning at the same
Lhour and place. The list has material-
ly diminished in numbers,as will be
seen by the one published to-day.
We understand the original list of
property attached by the collector
contained 244 names, the great ma-
jority of the personshaving since
paid or made satisfactory srrange
meints for payment,
Danger Ahead — The pro-pects
for an extremely critival period in
our nation's historv, at an early
day, are, in view of the recent
status of the political atmosphere,
very stronyg. It hasseldom, il ever,
the case that wise heads in
lvoked forward with
such dresd to the struggle which
takes place every four years,as they
do nows fur, whatlever ba the issue,
the “look beyo:d™ is dark and un-
promising. To complicate matters,
there i probability of either
party, as during the past sixtecn
years, achiieving such a triumph as
eflfectually quiets and subduoes the
opposition; on the eontrary, the
prospects arve very favorable for no
election at all by the elcetornl col-
leze, which woulid plave the result
in the hands of the presenl minori-
ty, by going to the IHouse of Re-
preseutatives for determination; as
this hag not been the case for many
years, and never Lthe case when the
conflict was so nearly seclional as
at present, it will, to a certain ex-
tent, have the aspect of a social
revolution at least. But thero is
even a greater danger than this to
be dreaded. The Senale and
House meet in  joint conven-
tion for eounting the electoral
votes; the Senate is Republican and
the House Democratic; elther can
stubbornly refuse to count the vote
of any State, and no vole can be
counted under such circumstanees;
thus the House, supposing 1'ilden
to lack thiree voles of an election or
to be two votes behind Hayes—
could throw out the vote of Colo-
rado on some technicalily pettain-
ing to its organization, admiszion
or election, which would give
their candidate a majoiity of «ne,
The Senate would then, of course,
object to the couuting of the vote
of some Democratic State to oilset
the loss of the ane thrown out by
the House; this kind of thing might
be kept up till confusion reigned
supreme and nothing ceuld be
done. On the other hand, should
Tilden have a small majority, it
would be an easy matter for the
Republican Sanators to find some
fault with the manner in which
the election was condueted insome
Southern State, such as intimida-
tion of colored volers, ete., and
thus reducea majority for the Dem-
ocratic, to a majority for the Re-
publican candidate, with results
doublless identical with those pre-
viously indicated. So that, it would
appear, there is less to fear in the
event of the election going to the
House, as will doubtless be the case
in either candidate having a small
majority.

lLeading Democrats are already
arranging for this, as appears by
dispatches recently received, the
plan being to withdraw from the
contest in South Carolina, where
the Republicaus are largely in the
majority, and refuse to count the
vote of that State in February next,
when the joint convention iakes
place, on the ground of illegality,
Some HSenalors were wise enough
to foresee possible difficulty in re-
!ation to this matter, during the
session of Congress of two years
ago, when Senator Morton declared
that the dangar ahead was not fully
realized, and that, -unless some
remedial provision were adepted,
this was ““‘the rock upon whlcﬁ we
would split.” The last session of
the House also adopted some rules,
for the government of jeint con-
ventions, but the Senate failed to
coneur; 80 it would appear that the
obstructions in the path of the
Eolitlcal progress of the country

ave at last assumed such propor-
tions aa to become formidable in-
deed. We have but a short time
to wait to witness what will likely
prove to be, stating the case very
mildly, political excitement run-
ning at flood tide, from which Utah

High Frice of School Books.

It is astonishing to note how the
prices of school books have increas-
ed since 1861. It would seem that
the supply is hardly equal to the
demand when one takes the pains
to compare the prices of to-day with
those in vogue fifteen years ago.
The bool publisher who is fortu-
nate enough to obtain a econtract to
supply such a city as Cincinnati
with school books these days may
congratulate himself on having a
good thing. The high prices of
school books have prevented many
poor but honest people from send-
ing their children to school. ‘The
s¢hool boards have authority to fur-
nish the necessary books to chil-
dren whose parents are unable to
provide them, but the latter are
often (oo sensitive and  proud,
though poor, to ask such ravors
We have before us a list of
prives at which books sold in 1561,
atid us o matter of interest we com-
pare these rates with those of to-
day. ‘I'he books here mentioned
were used in this city and vicinity
previous to 15871. McGufley's Spel-
ler, in 1561, sold for 50 cents per
dozen; to-day the price is $§1.75.
MeGuiley's First Reader, in 1561,
uls0 sold for 50 cents per dozen, bul
to-day retails at $1.75. We give a
schedule of prices ot other impurt-
ant school Luoks: McGufley's Sec-
ond Reader sold for 56 cents per
dozen in 1861; in 1876 the rate
charged i3 §3.40. The Third Reader
sokd at $2.50 per dozen in 1861; te-
day the price is $4.80. Bince 1861
the price of MeGuiley’s Fourth
Lleader has risen from $2.88 per
dezen to §5.75; the Fifth Reader
from per dozen to $9.10; the
Sixth Reader from $6.50 to $1L
The prices of other school books
have increased in proportion. For
instance, Ilay’s Arithmetie, Part
First, used to retail at $1 per dozen,
now It brings $2.25; Ray's Arith-
metic, Part Second, used to sell at
$1.50 per dozen, now $3.40 is de-
manded; and Ray’s Third Book is
gelling to-day at $5.50, against $3.50
in 1561, A comparison of the prices
of other books needed in the schools
show that the prices have propor-
tionately increased since the war
began; that there is a greater de-
mand for jthem since the war we
have no doubt, as millions of peo-
ple who did not attend school when
the war progressed have been en-
abled to attend since. But why
the booksellers should keep the
pricos of their publications up to
such na high standard now, when
the price of labor of all kinds has
been reduced, we can hardly under-
stand. 'The school authorities in
every State and city can remedy
the evil if they feel so disposed.—
Cincinnati Enguirer.

Schools and School Books.

Fvery one seems to be complain-
ing of the high price of school
books—mnot enly in this city, but
all over the Union. The book
makers who are successful in get-
ting their books endorsed by school
boards, seem te have pretty much
their own way,and thatthe priees of
books are exceedingly extravagant
few will deny it. And then, too,
schoul books are so frequeutly
changed that to purchase them is a
hardship on the parents of pupils—
some of whom are all to poor to
pay for them. The people’s col-
leges have all been monopolized by
the sons of the rich,who dress well,
it takes a great deal of money—for
a4 poor man—to dress his children
in such a way that they will not
disgrace the clothes worn by the
sons and daughters of the wealthy,
or be the objects of- attraction on
account of their poor clothing, in
comparison with that worn by
Ltheir fellow pupils.

The truth {8 the public schools
are not what thay were originally
intended to be—institutions in
which the children of the poor
could receive a good Enpglish edu-
cation, without money and with-
out price. It was never designed
that the higher branches of a colle-
giate education should be acquired
at the people’s colleges. Rich men
who wish to give their children
classical edneations should send
them to colieges—not to our public
achools, to become a tax upon the
people generally. We sometimes
thiuk it would be better if there
were 1o high school attached to our
publiec schools—for poor children
seldom reach this institution, their
parents neither affording the
money nor the time of their chil-
dren to go through this depart-
ment. It is the high sehool busi-
ness, in a great degree, which caus-
es the school levy to beso large. If
the public schools were conducted
as originally designed, the levy fer
school purposes would be, compar-
atively, but atrifle to whyt it {s at
the present time—swelling up the
levy until it bcomes burdensome—
n great deal of it going to teach the
higher branches of an education to
th;.suns and daughters of the rich.
