tumn crocus cause a burning thlrat
diluted pupils and Irritation ot the
threat with vomiting and purging

Doth the leaves and flowers ot the
oleander are polsonous and should not
he left within the reach ot little clill
dren

The red berries of wild hrlony are
pretty to look tit but have provd dead
Iy to persons who have wallowed
hem acting as a pUHrtul purgative

The tuberous root or wild pareley
are sometimes mltalcn for turnips by
children and death BpectIlly follows In
