one hundred thousand dollars.

j Boston, 4. A heavy rainstorm
and a northeast wind have prevail-
ed here and generally throughoutNew England for the past twenty-fou- r

hours; the rain is still falling
and apprehensions of serious dam-
age by freshets seem well founded,
as all the rivers are rapidly rising.
Should the storm continue another
day, or a general break up of the
ice occur, the results will be dis-
astrous. . The Kennebec river has
risen four feet during the day. At
Hallowell, at six p.m., it was even
with the wharves, and was rapidly
rising. At Lisbon Falls the bridge
of the Maine Central Railroad was
raised two feet by the ice jam.which rendered it Impassable for
trains. At. large force was engaged
during the day in --blasting away
the Ice and repairing the bridge,
and to-nig- at it is reported safe. In
Northern Maine rain commenced
falling on 'Friday night, continu
ing uninterruptedly. At Man
chester, N. H., the rivers are great-
ly swollen, the waters ponring ever
the dam. At . Amoskeag Falls, it
is four feet i deep. Several mills at
Manchester and .Lawrence will be
compelled to shut down
on account of the backwater; at
the latter place the water is seven
feet deep over the top of the falls,
being the highest water since the
great freshet In 1869. The river is
still rising. " A dispatch from Con-
cord says that imminent dancer is
threatening nine bridges, several of
mem railroad bridges, between
that city and Hookset.

SUFFRAGE NOT NECESSARILY A
! JPABT OF CITIZENSHIP.

? AVashinqton, , March 29. The
Supreme Court: to-da- y decided the'cae of No. 182: Miner Hopper--
satt: error to the' Supreme Court of
Mlssouil. t This is . tne 1 case: pre-
senting the question whether, un-
der the Fourteenth Amendment, a
woman, who is a citizen of the
United Htates and nt a State, to a
voter in the State, notwithstanding
the provisions of the Constitution
and the laws of that State confine
the rlgbt of suffrage 1 to men alone.
It is said that women' are citizens.
They are persons, and therefere,un-defth- e

Fourteenth Amendment,
declared to be citizens of the State
wherein they . reside, but It did not
require that amendment to make
them such. 'They were before per-
sons and people, and were sot in
terms excluded from citizenship by
the Constitution. ? The Federal
Constitution: was ordained by the
people of the United States, com-
posed of the people of the several
States, and whoever at theltlme of
its adoption was one of the people,
became a citizen. AH children
born of citizen parents within the
jurisdiction, are themsel ves citizens.
The nature Uzatlon laws are review-
ed, to show that women have al-

ways been considered citizens the
same as men; also the laws giving
iurtsdictlou in Federal cases. f .

. It is then said that the Fourteenth
Amendment did., not. affect the
citizenship of women any more
than it did men, and thus minors'
rights do net depend upon it. She
has always been a citizen, from her
birth, entitled to sll the privileges,
immunities,- - etc. - of citizenship.
The .oaendment prohibited the
Sr.e" In . which she lives from
AorMging any of those rights. ; The
right of 1 SBffrage is not made in
terms one of the privileges of the
citizen. The United. States has no
voter, and no one can veta for
Federal without being' competent
to i vote .for State , officers. - The
elective f officers of j the United
Statesare chosen directly or indi-
rectly by the voters of the States.
The amendment did .not add to
the privileges or Immunities of the
cltlzen,9it simply furnished an ad-
ditional guarantee for the protectionor sucn as ne. aireaay bad. Xior is
the right of suffrage coextensive
with the citizenship of the 8tates.
.When the Federal Constitution
was adoptea

' ail tne states but
Rhode Island had Constitutions of
their own, in not one of which were
all ( citizens recognised as entitled
to this right; and under all these
clreumstances It-can- not be for a
moment doubted that if it had been
iatended te make citizens ef the
United States voters, the framers
of the Censtitutlon would have so
expressed that intention, and not
nave fert eo important a cnange in
the condition of citizenship, a It
then existed, to implication. i

But if further evidence is needed
it is to be found in the provisions
of the Constitution If suffrage is
necessarily a part of citizenship,
then the provision' of the Constitu-
tion which gives citizens ef each
State --ail-the privileges-an- d

mmunities

of citizens lu. the several
States would entitle the citizens of
each State to the right te vote in
the several States precisely "as the
citizens of those States are. Other
provisions, among them that relat-
ing to the apportionment of
