THE TEMPERANCE QUESTION.
PromaBITION does not seom fo work
well In Kansas; that is if stalements
from leading men there are {o be re-
lied upon. Ex-Governor Robin:zon,
himself an advocate of temperance,
say® it s a fallure; that uJrinking is
commoner there than ever; and that
mouey raised ostensibly for tem per-
ance purposes Is used for politieal
and personal objects. It is also
stated that “drunkards are as thick
in Maine as in any BState in the
Union when the character of Its peo-
ple and towns and cities are consid-
m)’

There are two sides te this ques-
tion as well as many others, and it
is rather difficult to determine the
facts. Bat this is cariain; there are
a great many people in the world
who have contrac'ed the habit of
using Intoxicants, until it is a part
of their very nature. A large num-
ber of them do not use aleoholic
stimulants to the extent of intoxica
tion. They take their usual drams
and no more, Others have the al
cobolie craving till it amounts 1o a
diseare. One taste of the flery
liquid but a 1ds fuel to the fire of ap
petite, and nothing short of 'intoxi
cation satisfles, In all probability
they contracted the disease from
their ancestors by heredity. BSuch
persons will obtain drink by some
means, so long as it is manufactur.
ed, and it will be manufactured so
long a3 there is a damand for it,
either openly or surreptitiously.
Viewing this subject in a broad
sense, In its “application to genersl
humanity, we belleve prohibition by
law to be impracticable. To use n
now common phrase, “prohibition
does not prohibit.” As a general
plan the regulation and restriction
of the business of the manufacture
and sale of aleoholle stimulfhts, see-
ing that it is recognized by national
law, is more likely to work to
general advantage, than attempts at
prohibition which ; cannot be en-
forced, and which are all the time
evaded or defled. And in commu-
nities where vigllant officers are sus
tained by Inc rruptible and impar
tial judges, regulation and restric-
tion will accomplish a great desl
towards depriving the traffic of its
most objectionable features,

In Utah, however, there are many
cities and towns where the greatl
majority of the citizens are *“Mor
mons,” whce religion inculeates
temperance and forbids the use of
 intoxicants as a beverage, and
where prohibitory laws are not only
practicable but beneficial. Instances
might be cited where the licensc
system has been tried for a time, Le.
cause prohibition was not fully car
ried out, the law being evaded in
some cases, and where a return to
prohibition has been found neces-
sary, the licensing of the liquor bus-
iness proving an encouragement to
intoxication and its long train of evi)
consequences. In those places, the
relatlve numbers of cases of drunk-
enness, assault and turbulent con.
duct show unmistakably in favor of
prohibition.

In Balt Lake City and a very few
other cities in this Territory, it is
not probable that prohibition would
prohibit, even if the chartered pow-
ers granted to the respective mumni-
cipalities permitted it, You eannot
legislate away the aleoholic appe-
tite bred in the bone, fostered in the
flesh by habit, and rooted and
grounded In the system by long in-
dulgence. And it is an open gues
tion of public polity whether it is
right or expedient to try to prevent,
by legal force, the partaking of that
which some people regard, however
mistakenly, as a necessity to their
health and comfort.

This appetite cannot be jgnored.

The evils that giow out of it ar
equally patent. The question is,
what is the remedy? Does it lie in
siringent enactments or in moral
force? We are of the opinion that
both may be used as means to the
desired end, but that it requires the
exercl-e of the greatest wilsdom,
with a recognition of differing cir-
cumstances in different localities, t>
devise a legislative policy that will
be practical without being oppres-
sive, and that will Le beneficial to
the general public while the rights
of individuals are not invaded.

Extremes are usually bad, Mod-
eralion is generally commendable.
And this applies to moral Influences
as well as legal. The intemperate
advooacy of temperance hLas greatly
damaged the canse. Common sense
and a striet regard for trulh and
consistency are requisito in the dis-
cussion and repression of the strong
drink evil, as much as in anything
else. In too many instances, tem-
perate pedple have been tco ridicue
lously intemperate in their asser-
tions and atlacks. Home education
and good example will be fouud the
most potent influences against the
drinking habit, and the plain mani-
festation of public sentiment is s
strong ald in the ssme direction
Added 10 this, such restricting laws
laws a8 wisdom and experience sug-
gest, carried out and enforced, not
played with or allowed to become a
dead Jetter, and much may be done
towards stemming the dark tide
which is overwhelming the Jand
and filling the homes of thousands
