A Malaria-Destroying Plant.

Dr. Brandes, a physiclan at IIit-
zacks, Hanover, has written an article
in a German medical paper in which he
demonstrates the valuable properties
of the Anacharis alsinastrum, a water
plagt which has hitherto heen consid-
éred as an upmitigated plague, chok-
ing up rivers, and altogetLer useluss
Dr. Brandes has remarked that iu the
district where he lives, and where ma-
Inrin and diarrhosa yearly appeared ina
sporadic or epidemic form, these d s-
eases have ﬁrndunllr decreased since

r

the Apachariy alsipastrum began to in
fest the neighboring rivers aud
marshes, - and  within four vyears
have totally disappearci. Th
above-pamed water plant nour-
ishea  itself on decayed vegetable
matter, and grows witn locreditile
rapidivy. It thus destroys the germs

which produce malar‘a and dlarrooea;
and besides, [18 presence ohliges 1he
frequent cleansing of stauding waters,
a measure beneficial to health. Dr
Brandes therefore proposes tbat the
experimant should be tried of plaating
the Apacharis alslpastrum In marshy
dlstricts. It s also useful In protect-
Ing the young of fish, and affords an
excellent maoure. 7The plant came or-
Liginally from Canada, whence It was
brought to Englaod, apd thence o
Geérmany about 1840. In North Ger-
many it rapldly spread far and wide,
and thix year appears in allpartsin on-
i}su&l luxurance.—London Telegraph,
