WILL REPAY CONSIDERATION.

There is going to be an enormous
gathering of people at Washington next
mouth, and while every provision is
being made in advance to avoid con-
fusion and insure the comfort of all,still "the gods help those who helpthemselves." To look out for number
one is but the natural course a sensi-
ble man would follow. The railroad
situation in Washington is easily to be
understood. There are but tws depotsia the city. Into one come an ag-
gregation of travel from the South, the
North, the East and the West train
after train, thousands upon thousands
of people, until "packed like sardines
in a box'' would be but a feeble wayto put it. Into the other depot wid onlycome the trains of Baltimore and Ohio,tiiat Company owning and using it ex-

Editor Deseret Neics:
As this country is but little known

abroad, and is supposed by some to be
quite out of the world, I thought it
might do good to give you a short his-
tory of the region, ana the peoplethat Inhabit it.

Below the falls three miles is Warm
Creek; next is Little Creek. The in-

habitants, being nearly all Latter-da- y

Saints, are organized Into a Ward, and
are under the care of Bishop William

LNeeley. We have a comfortable log
taoeruacie, in which we hold meetings
every Sabbath, and much ol the
gxod spirit is with us. The towu
is known by the name of Neeley-vll- l.

We nave a day school aud a
Sunday ISchool, also Y'ounz Men's
and Young Ladies' Mutual Improve
ment societies.

The soil here is a sandy loam, and
much of it is very rich, producing
wheat, oats, barley, rye and corn ; also
potatoes, squashes, melons, onions,
beans, peas, cabbage; in short, all
kinds of vegetables common to our
mountain country. We have a ranj-'- f
for stock, summer and winter and
many horses, cattle and sheep are kept
here. We also have a good market for
everything except graiu. There is no
flouring mill, and that makes wheal
low in price. Oats are worth about W
cents per hundred pounds. Butter aud
eggs, whlch are in much demand, briii
a good price. We are three miles from
a railway station.

At the American Falls is a good
place to build a flouring mill. There
is water enough in Snake river to run
one hundred.

Above the falls are several creeks,
and the soil Is of the best quality. Ten
miles below Neeleyville.is Rock Cfeek,
and there is much water, timber and
good soil. The inhabitants are mostly
Latter-da- y Saints, aad are organized
into a Ward under the care of Bishop
Thorn. They also have a school-hous- e.

There is enough of wheat in the two
Wards before mentioned to last the
people two years. The granaries art-lul- l

; in fact, some are not large enough
to hold all that the people have, and
they are obliged to store many sacks of
wheat and oats in their dwelling
houses. At Neeleyville we have a saw
mill, at which good lumber is manu-
factured. On Rock Creek red cedar
x bound, some trees of which are two
feet through.

The two Wards are in Box Elder
Stake, under the presidency of O. Snow.
As a geueral thing, peace and good will
prevail. We had a fine Fall, ami
pleasant weather until Christmas:
since then it has been very cold, and
we have had more snow than durinp
the last two winters. Much of the
range ground is bare, and there is u

better snow for stock on the oppositt
side of Snake River than where we
live. Many thousands of acres of good
land can be had there, and the water
can be taken out of the river to water
it; and the expense of taking it out will
not be more than $1.00 per acre. The
Oregon Short Line Railway ruus
through it.

ADRIFT WITH A T1GKK.

Captain Healey of the tus? boat Hercu-
les 01 Fhiladelphia relates an excitim
story of an adventure with a tiger al
sea. The Captain is a bluff and weather-be-

aten old mariner. Leaning back
in a comfortable chair ia the cozy little
caoiu of his tug boat last evening.Cap-tai- n

Healey related his story:"! left
011 Friday afternoon with the Helena
Morris on tow. I was to take her a.-fa- r

as Lewes, as they were in a hur-

ry to get to sea. The wind had veered
from northwest to the northeast and
blew straight into our teeth. It was
1 o'clock in the morning before we Kot
down to Lewes, so after casting adrift
our tow line from the brig I decided to
come to anchor and lie there uutil
morning, thinking perhaps I could get
s vessel to tow up to the city. 1 think
it must have been about 3:30 o'clock
when the man on watch ran down to
ray bunk and shook me up with the
startling nervs that there was a schoon-
er drifting down upon us broadside to.
There was one man standing on the
foretop mast crosstrees with a red
handkerchief tied in the rigiring above
his head, another stood up in the main
top sbonting, and in the yawl boat and
stern were three men, one of whom
stood up in the bows of the boat with
an oar in his hand, as if he were wait-
ing for somebody or some thing to
show up over the schooner's taff rail.
As they drifted past one of the men in
the yawl got up and shouted: 'Come
aboard of us, lor God's sake; we are
helpless.'"At first I could not imagine what
was the matter, except that the vessel
was in the hands of. mutineers. Tht
men in the boat still kept shouting and
waving at us; so I called the tug's
crew, got our anchor up and started in
chase of the drifting schooner. She
was not more tnan half a mile distant
when we put after her. She was
drifting in shore, and by the time we
not within a cable's length of her she
grounded. By that time I made pre-
parations to board the vessel and cap-
ture the mutineers, who 1 supposed
had possession of ber. As we got near
Ihe schooner I mustered the five men
on board the Hercules and counted
our weapons. We had three revolvers
aud a shotgun. 'Now let her go for
the schooner,' I yelled to the pilot as I
reached up the signal rope and blew
three shrill whistles.

"The last shriek had hardly died
away when a terrific blood-curdlin- g,

roar that almost took as from off our
feet came from the schooner's deck.
We were almost alongside and I had
barely time to pull two bells to back
her when the vessels touched. There
was a Jar, the schooner trembled and
as the tug slowly drew off another ter-
rific roar drowned the noise of escap-
ing steam. A greet monster of a tiger
sprang from behind the galley-hous- e.

Three revolvers and a shotgun were
pointed at the brute, 'Hold on boys,'
I said, 'let us make up our minds what
is best.' His Majesty the Royal Bengal
Tiger, Jay on the starboard side of the
galley-hous- e. As I pulled the gang to
stop the tug, he raised his head and I

gave the word 'Aim!' He looked at
us for a moment, and as be opened his
mouth to roar, I shouted 'Fire ! ' The
contents of four revolvers and a shot-gu- u

were poured at the tiger and with
a roar of rage and pain that you could
have heard a mile off the animal rose
on his haunches. One of his fore paws
being limp, the beast tried to gather
himself up for a spring, but he couldn't
manage It. He had been peppered in
the legs. 'I don't want to kill the tig-
er,' said Captain Pettit of the sohoon- -.

er, 'if wecau get him to go back be-

tween decks, where his cage is. I am
afraid the consignee won't pay freight
on him if I make away with him .'

"After that we threw chunks of coal,
clubs, boards, anything we could get
hold of, at the tiger, but be only got
wilder and roared louder. We were
no better off than at first unless we
killed the beast. An Idea struck me.
Unreel the hose,' I yelled. In a Jiffy

we had a length of Are nose attached.
'JS'ow pump hot water from the boil-
ers.' The boiling water fairly hissed
aa It shot out of the muzzle of the hose,
but the sight of a show was when It
struck the tiger. He Jumped ten feet
Into the air and let out a roar that
fairly shook the vessel. Again the
water struck him ftnd be Jumped and
roared. We followed him all over the
deck, giving him the benefit of the hot
stream at ever pause. He climbed
half way up the fore rigging and nearly

the man up in the foretop into a fit.Sut be dropped back on deck, and as a
fresh spurt of steam struck him square
in the face he turned tall and Jumped
down the main batch, where his brok-
en caira lav. In two seconds we were
od board the schooner, the hatches '
were on, and the tiger was secured.
For an hour after Captain Pettit eat in
my cabin and told me and my crew
hew he managed to get In to such a fix.
Last Thursday be took the tiger on
board at Richmond. lie had been sold
by Adam Forepaughto the Trustees of
Roger Williams' Park .in Providence,
R. I., to be placed lath menageries
thewn In the blow on Friday night
coming down the river the cage broke
adrift from Its fastenings and was so
damaged that the . beast managed to
come out. The hatchway over his cage
had been left open for air, and the tiger
took ooMession of the schooner's deck;
They had been drifting for nearly three
hours when we sighted them." Cleve-
land Herald.
