THE LITE TlUCKDY IX 5EW
MEXICO.

In the early part of the present
month we published what pur-
ported to be an account of a tragedy
enacted on the Zunl reservation,
nearlhe border line between New
Mexico and Arizona. The bloody
aQalr took place on October Soth, at
a late hour of the night. The vic-

tim was Joseph Lewis, aged 21. The
parties who committed the homi-
cide were J. It. P. Pipkin and Jos.
W. Hatch.

Wchavo received Mr. Pipkin's
side of tho story, but it is so elabor-
ate and detailed, containing, what
he avers to be conversations
between different persons, that it is
not ofa nature to make It drslrablo
for xiblication In full. Its substance
Is that his wife had committed a
grave offense against him, but the
breach between them in consequence
was bridged for a time by his
extending forgiveness to her. Sub-
sequently, however, she influ-
enced her parents and other rela-

tives, who lived some distauce
, against him. Her mother,

brotherand sister visited his house,
and during his temporary absence
they, together with his wife, loaded
up a wagon with his household
effects, and, taking two of bis chil-
dren, were about to leave fir the
homo of tho Lewis family, into
which he had married. At the
time the shooting occurred he aud
J. W. Hatcli were tracking the
Lewins in order lo locate them
that an cfllccr might be pro-

cured to serve process upon them
before they left that part of the
country, as lie desired to recover
bi goods. As Pipkin and Hatcli
approached the place where the
I ami Ij were camped the Zunl
Wash Joseph Lewis fired
upon them. Tho shooting was
returned, resulting In the death cf
the unfortunate young man. An-
other fusilade occurred between tho
two men who had been pursuing
the family and two others who were
guarding lhtmsome aUtancefrom
the camp. 'Ihe horse of one of tho
guards was killed and that of an-
other wounded. In searching for
Joseph W. Hatch, three days after-
wards, the sheriff shot and killed,
by mistake, a respectable youug
man named Ira Starn Hatch,
brother of the iwrson wautcd by the
officer. This comprises what im- -

lars to be the essence of Mr. Pip-
kin's statement, which he concludes
by asserting that hu had leeii tried
by a regular jury of twelve men and
avqultted of tho charge of murder.
Neither Mr. Pipkin nor his wife
are numbers of the Church.

Under tbs
conditions which presented themselves
to your honorable body at the opening
of school In September last tho pros-
pect of a doubling of school attend-
ance with no opportunity to make
preparation for it there was no way
nf escaping the ncccs-it- y of consider-
ing our school accommodations from
ono point of view only, namely: How
many pupils conld be crowded into
the vnrious rooms. So, however,
when the attandance at these schools
has been somewhat settled. I bciicvo
It would bo wl-- e to take into consid-
eration tbo needs of tho city in this
direction, not for the Immediate pres-

ent alone, but looking somen hat to
the future as w ell.

There are at tho present tlmo
eighteen public school buildinr", the
property of tho district.

Carretpoatlence ot DiscaxT News 1

At tho close of my third paperwe
had just arrived at Memphis, Tcnn ,
a city of 50,000 a majority beta? of
African descent. We took t- -e East
Tennessee, Virginia & Georgia
Railroad at 5 p. m. of September
17th for Bristol, Virginia, and bad
determined to remain over at Chat-
tanooga and visit Missionary
RIdga and Xrookout Mountain,
but the trains did not connect
so as to give us this opportunity and
reach Norfolk In tlmo U take the
steamer which was lo leave the
following Monday evening. How-
ever, during the night we passed
over many of the noted battle
grounds, aud at 4 o'clock the next
morning wo passed Missionary
llidgo and ran through a tunnel
under Lookout Mountain.

Passing along we reached Knox-vlll- e

for breakfast. This is quite a
beautiful city of about 33,0X1 iuhab
itants. After leaving Knoxvillc
wu crossed and the Ten-
nessee Itiver a number of times un-

til at last Bristol, tho dinner station,
aud the place where we changed
our Central for eastern lime wa
reached. But a few minutes afcr
leaviug Bristol wo were over the
State line and in Virginia, the
birthplace and home of so many of
our early statesmen and Presidents.
Along this line the scenery is mist
grand. We passed over the Blue
Hldge Mountain', and going down
the slope, 1 nevir
rode on a train that went with such
speed, and never saw a country so
beautiful and imposing.

Tlie scenery along the entire route
from Bristol is charming. It was
Sunday and it seemed that all the
people for miles had como to the
railway stations for these were
crowded with people of all colors and
all shapes some homely and some
handsome.

We were delayed conslJerably
leaving Now River, on account

oftht company'ddoublutracklnglbe
road, but reached at
11:3) p.m. On our enteringthe
train next morning and much to nur
surprise we met six Salt Lake ac-

quaintances who were going over
thesamc routo as we to New York
City. They were Charley Cannon,
Kzra Taylor, Fred. Snedakcr, Era-m- i

Ellertieck, Mrs. Gibbs and Mm.
Uedcll. We were uow travcliug ou
tho Norfolk & Western Railroad,
which passes through one of
the most, historically speaking,
Intertf-tin- g districts in the
United Stales. The historical
surroundings are closely and promi-
nently Interwoven with the history
ofeuf country, in tho old Contin-
ental war of 1SI2 and also in the
later and moro obstinate war of the
Union. Theo.'d entrenchments of
the late war are still visible and
form conspicuous features in the
surrounding landscac. Many of
General Grant's an I General Lee's
earthworks are still intact and ex-

tend from the Appomattox to Fort
Fisher on the tsouth and thence
back to I'ort Brass on IhoJILnck
River swamp a continuous Hue of
earthworks over twenty-thre- e utiles
long. Thlslnthuvicluityof Peters-
burg where the siege lasted ten
months and where so many notable
battles ueru fought One of the
most Impressive features of the
journey was n hat Is known as High
Bridge which spang the Appomattox
river. This bridge is 110 feet
high and of a mile in
length, or about as far
as from Hie Utah Central depit to
the DtrscncT News corner. From
the bridge, as the train is crossing,
one can see the mammoth breast-
works on either side cf the bridge
and also of the river beneath some
seem to be fifteen or twenty ftet
high. Tills afternoon, Sept. 29th,
brought us into the noted Dismal
Swamp of Virginia, which Is 50
miles running north and south, by
about thirty wide. Its natuo will
tell you n hat it looks like, addlug
that It Is most densely covereU with
timber of innumerable speclts the
most valuable are cypress aud
juniper, orwhitu cedar, the litter
from its Inaccessible places of
growth has become very valuable.
An added cau-- u to the scarcity of
this lumber Is that it grows in laty
soll, and constqueutly Is heavily
impregnated uitli gasrs and

matter, and the forest
lircs which aro to common
in tlie swamjn eat into the
roots ami destroy it entirely.

About the centre of the swamp Is
Lake Drummoud, the jiaradlse of
the siwrtsman. In this Immediate
vidnttyail kinds of wild game is
found. There are alo several large
canals tunning Into the swamp, but
the most noted and perhaps the
largest Is Jericho Run by which one
liters the swamp trom Nansemond

Kiverand runs to Lake Drummond.
It is no old waterway that was
originally fifty feet wide, but has
fallen Into till its dimensions
have grown much narrower.
