How could minis-
tries last, or any national policy-be
permanent which rested upoun a parlia-
ment divided into groups, pursuing
pothing but clique Interests? It was
notorious that some ministers had
drawn money from the public treasury
in order to secare electoral votes.

At this point the General was agaln

interrupted by cries ol dissent, and
the president asked him to withdraw
bis statement.
General Boulanger declared that he
had no intention of attacking the pres-
ent minlsters. Continulng, he asked
whether the president of the republic
was really & necessity, and whetber
France could not do without a presi-
dent.

The president of the Chamber here
advised Boulanger that it was time to
bring his speech to a close. The Gen-
éral in conclasion said: *‘France re-
constlituted should promise the con-
tinuity of her foreign relatiepns. Sup-
ported by a pewerful army, she would
become the best guaranty for the peace
of Europe.”
M. Floquet credited Boulanger with
& desire to calm the lorpati noce of
electors by the production of his mo-
tion. He feared Boulanger would
merit the epithet of “Do nothing die-
tator.”

The motipn was rejected—ia77 to 1886,

M. Pyatt recalled the f{act that
General Boulanger had been colonel of
e Versallles army against the Com-
une.

M. Cassaignac exclalmed: * You
were a Commuanist. Your place is In
the convict station.”

M. Pyatt preceeded, amid an uproar,
to declare In favor of votlng urgency
in spite of the fact that he wes no ad-
mirer of Boulapger, who owed bis suc~
cess to Opportunist. persecution,

M. Fioquet charged Boulanger with
giving utterance to projects for the
1nture, wherein the glory of Boulanger
was the only thing discerned.

"My glory equals yours,”’ rejoined
the General.

M. Flmjuet reminded bim that at
his age, 61, the great Napoleon had
done deeds, and he asked what chance
there was that the general's ambition
would attaig anything. 3
After tha defeat of the motion, the
Chamber resolved, by a vote of 335 to
170, that the speech of Floquet should

be piacarded publicly throughoat
France,

Clemenceau, in closing the debate,
said he would support the government.
