We were ridirg for dai R through
natural parks, stadded with trees,
lonklilg in places ai though tilt had
becncultivatul in groups, with open-
ings hero and there-- through tho
denser parts suffli lent to pass
through without much difllculty.
Wild Ueer and antelo;ie made these,
haunts tht lr home, thouch upmuM
see a ery few of lliem at this time of
the j ear Ilesldes the country be-
ing covered w ith a luxuriant grow th
of grass, there is an occasional wild
h3y meadow, Willi brooks, springs,

llies were so bad that we were
obliged to shut the horses up in the
shade liilne day time and travel at
night.

Pass-
ing along Its top, or platoon, wc
next see the Falls of the Yellow-
stone. The Ijowrr Falls have a
sheer descent of M feet, with the
w hole-- ellow stonu Itiver flowing
over aud falling in spray, with a
snowy like appearance, to the abyss
below. It is a grand aud inspiring
picture.

leaving the falls our next
camp is on the quiet riverabovc
There the trout wire more plentiful
than at any fishing place we had
They were pulled outbyour experts
about as fast as the hook could be
tlirown in. Your correspondent,
however, is a failure at fishing.
I borrowed the best h pole in the
outfit, but the first trout that caught
on pulled jt apart, and down went
the w hole tackle ocr the-- falls.

We pissed around tlie Yellowstone
Lake, ovt r the Divide about twelve
milial to Shoshone .Lake.. Thtre are
no flsli there nor animal life w r,

although there is fresh water.
The fhh have probably been killed
off by some phenomenon of nature;
and as there are high falls below thev
cannot get up The government has
a scientific 'arty there now exam-
ining the cause of the destruction.
It istheintentioutore-.tocktli- e lake
with brook trout.

This was the coldest point in our
travels. Icefrozesolid inourcoflee
cups, and the corup kettle had a cov-
ering as thick as ordinary window
glass. Tills wan In August.

We next started on our homeward
course, via Lewis Ixske, down the
South Fork ot the Snake River,
east of tlie Teton Range,
Jackson's Iaki--, down to Jaikson's
Hole, and then over tlie range Into
Teton Basin again.

The Teton Mountains as Feen
from theeastsldocaunotbe equaled
for grandeu rin the world. At the
loot lies Jackson's Lake, mirror like
in its quiet repose, surrounded
b woods; then risiug In
majesty nru these gran J peaks
with their niggid, almost per-
pendicular towers, that rear their
Heads tawards the. &kles 11.S10 feet,,
with their glaciers of Ice aud snow,'

suu fail to penetrate a series of
peaks that are monuments of the
compass a hundred miles around.

For iu enjoyable out and thor-
ough trip to the Park, and for pic-
turesque grandeur and game, the
route we took cannot lie improved
uin. We saw the country better
bv traveling on hore.back Instead
of bj stage.

provUiou wagon made lul 'appear-
ance, and while it was being run
dow n the pier a rotten plank gave
way letting oue" wheel through
whIcht)neeJIesa to Buy, sent some
thing oc the fly. One large lunch
box turned a complete somersault
from the top of the wagon and,amid
the shriek of "Pies!" from the ladles
who owned It, lit ou its base all
right, due, I sutiiose, to the fact
that someone badrwltu much fore
thought, written on top "This side
up, with care." JN$ a few dishes
were broken, but tho food was all
riBbt-- . - iThe schooner new jiRcefully
wisted sail and made for; the pier.

The hods were filled wttlttc-ul- c

and bedding and we were
"planked" across, which wasrathtT
au exiting proceeding, the planks
having a decided downward slope.
The attraction of the deck, was so
great for some that they Increased
their speed In proportion to tlie
nearness they attained and were
pluinjvd rather precipitately over
the deck rail. Nothing dauntrd,
they picket! thetnselvea up, to take
their turn ln laughing at those who
followed.

We were all aboard now, but
could not proceed, as a favorable
brceie fur sailing had not set
in. The sun was low and we were
hungry, so to tnss tho intervening
timu w e made a raid on thu provl-s- l

us, satisfied oursehes and were
about to get lmiatient about start
lug when the suu sank and au
accommodating land bretzespiang
up and droa e as forth. The vessel
bad barely got In motion when one
Interesting young lady called out
Unit she was but it proved
a fate alarm.

We made for Church Island, but,
as thu wind was rattier high, we
did not reaih there-- until 3 o'clock
the next morning. The night had
ose-- very quickly and pleasantly,

though, as the hours were beguiled
with "yarn spinning" aud slugine
to the breezy music of guitars.
About IS o'clock the moon roe, and
the Held glasses and "captain's
glass" came luto requisition b
which the craters, plains aud vallies
of Uie moon w ere plainly vinble;
Jupiter received l.ls share of atten-
tion, too aud did credit to himself
by displaying three of his

Lauding on the largest island of
the lake we slept till sunrise; we
then started oil far bLansbury Is-

land, but not btforu wo had taken
a morning dip in the lake.

We had
fair sailing and had aboot forgotten

we realize the meaning of ' sea-

sickness;" prettj soon, however, the
squall .asred en aud left in its wake--

rolling sea, and a lively comprc-henti-ou

of thu word began to mani-
fest Itself. Theoltstrver might have
seen different perrons stealing gent-
ly and unobtrusively, but hastily,
a- -i to the deck rail. They had
uot the inclination to gather in
grou as was their wont before, lit
svenicd to I r seclusion. A
bleaching proctsH commencing
around a doleful l drooping mouth
and quickly extending over the
whole face was Uie first outward
sigu of rebellion within, and,
though some did their Kst to quell
the uprising, thry were at last
obliged to opcu their mouths and
liermitit. In a tew hours conva-
lescence set iu and we were as live-
ly as ever, except now and then
when the schooner swaved a little,
the former victims would engage in
sober reflections.

Toward evening the air began to
get so calm that the captain was
afraid wu would be unable to reach
Stansburyi and such proved Uie case.
At 10 o'clock we lay becalmed a
mile or two ofl land, under a sultry
sky,with black,lowering clouds that
looked like rain. Anchor was cast
and preparations made for sleep.
Lach one had made his pun or told
his funny yarn; the laughter had
subsided, aud Morpheus was about
to claim her own when, from the
hold of Uie vestel, where the gentle-
men had been consigned to leep,
came two deep, doleful voices sing-
ing 'Hard beds, bard beds, come
agamnomore!"Ofrours(i,thatsetus
all laughlngagain.Wedid finally gel
to sleep, however, when a gentle
pitter patter, accompanied by a sen- -
suuuu ei werncrc, awaKrcm ail.
The rain lasted but a few minutes,
though, the only disagreeable result
lx lug a few silt necks next day.

When morning came there was a
breeze but It was not favorable
for the island; but as the majority
on board wished to obtain specimens
of fossil aud of coral formaUoii,with
which one part of the Island abounds,
It was decided to reach land by
"tacking" instead of going home as
Uie wind seemed determined we
should. Tlie water being shoal
along Uie part of the island wu ap-
proached, the skiff belonging to the
schooner had to be used to take
us ashore. Landing, we went in
various directions specimen hunt
ing, the agreed signal to call
us btck being a pItol shot.
After Uie lapse-- of some two hours
the shot washc?rd,and we gathered
together to comare ourUiflerent
finds. Soma valuablo sjiecimetis of
fossil and coral had been gathered,
anoUier specimen, though not so
valuable, more Interesting to seme
nveryrutty wild cat tran to which
still clung some hairs. Another in-
teresting find was a closed hive In
aueep tranny of the summit of a
rocky ridge. Within the lube was
1 tarsr covered with the names of
au exploring tarty of 1ST9. Of
course wn added under
the brad 'Excursion aboard the
Argo, August S, 1S90." We now
counted noses and found that two of
our party wen missing. Hearing a
faint "halloa," wu looked to Um top
ofUie mountain Of which the Hand
consists, and saw two diminutive
forms. By much beckoning they
were made to understand that they
were wanted; they were down in
"no time," as one who has tried
descending the stceptldeof a moun
tain will understand. ,

Halt an bouriaterwe were under
full sail for Church Island again,
hulas there was a stiff wind with
tossing waves, the scents of
thuslay Itofbre were nveuacted with
thedlUureice of more' victims this
time, Tao sisters were particularly
noticeable as they had been load in
their acclamations of delight at each
new victim of the day before. Now
it was their turn and though tbey
got near ibe rabln and each held a
shawl out toprotrct the other from
the gaze of jesters, their grcans
could1 be Jjeard, and tbey were paid
in their own coin.

Next morning we all got aboard
