Auumpsit or $5 for Defendant's
Pertonal Taxes for 1878.

By appeal from judgment of the
District Court of Koolanloa, and
tried by the Court without a jury.
The only matter In controversy was
If the defendant be exempt under
this provision found In section 513
ef the Civil Code, via.: "The fol-

lowing persons shall be exempt
from personal taxes: Ail clergymen
of any Christian denomination
regularly engaged in their voca-
tion."

The defendant gave the follow
ing testimony: "I am a minister or
clergyman of the Church ot Jesus
Chxlat of Latter-da-y Saints, and
was in the exercise of that vocation
in July (date of assessment) in
Koolauloa, Island of Oahu; I pro-
fess the doctrines of the Christian
religion; I do not know of any tax
being assessed on our church sites;
the Church at Walklki and that at
Honolulu have not been taxed, nor
that of Laie; I never heard of a
Church site of our denomination
being taxed; our creed is shown in
this pamphlet fq noted below); we
are not authorized to practice poly-- 1

gamy In the Hawaiian Islands; I
am in all respects ordained and li
censed regularly as a clergyman or
the Church to which I belong." .

The witness' exhibits a license
from the Minister ef the Interior to
solemnize marriage, in which he is
entitled "Elder," the j witness say-
ing that the Minister of the Inte-
rior asking him if he would be
styled "Reverend," the witness
had replied that he would be staled
"Elder." .

Also exhibited a certificate that
"Eider Henry P. Richards, has
been duly appointed to a mission
to the Sandwich Islands to preach
the gospel and administer ail the
ordinances thereof pertaining to
his cfllce, etc." Dated Salt Lake
City, Territory of Utah, Nov. 29,
1876, signed by Brigbam Young
and two others, as the "First Pre
sidency." - - T n v

On cross-examinatio- n the witness
said "I believe in the revelation
contained in the New Testament; I
believe in other revelations since
then: I am not a Mahomedan; I
don't accept the Koran; there are
many revelations we believe that
have been given through Joseph
Smith, the founder of the Church
there are no later revelations than
those published r in the pamphlet
(above spoken of); we believe all
that Uod has revealed, and that he
will yet reveal more than fhe has
revealed; we preach faith, repent-

Direct examination resumed.: We

members of our denomination resi-
dent here.

Hanal. a wllnea for defendant.

- Taking this testimony to be true,

and there is nothing offeied to con-
tradict 11, why should not a Mor-
mon minister be held or the-- pur-
poses of this statute to b a Chris-
tian minister?. ,1 find ho difficultyin holding that ' the defendant is a
minister. The counsel forthe Crown
argued from tola taking the title of
"Elder" and not MRsv., that he
had disclaimed holding rtlnMerlal
office. Bat ho testifies that such is
the. :designatIon of. a mmiater or
clergyman in hla denomination,and that ha Is a clergymaa or min-
ister.' It does not appear, why the
tree of the' term Bv. ihould be
the teat of the class of persons in-
tended by the statute. It Is thecustom of some other denomina-
tions to style their ministers "El-
der." The Baptists and Methodists
do thia to a considerable extent.
The ministers of the Roman
Church are usually styled 'Fath-
er,"-

it is equally dear from defend-
ant's testimony, that ha Is in the
exercise or nia calling. He has
come to this kingdom for that purpo-
se).-He exerclaee no other em
ployment, ana ne is supported bythe people of his denomination for
the reason thai; he gives them his
time ana labor in exercising the
ministerial office for them.
