TiE BuGAR-BEET INDUSIRY,—
Fremy and Deherain have conduct-
el a serles of experiments to test
the reasons of the decrease of rich-
ness of sugnr-beets grown several
years in successlon on the same
soll, They find two chief causes of
the detericration—the bad selection
of stock or, variety, and the excess
of nitro-gemous manures. 'They
conelude that arglllacdéous, siliceous
and caleareous solle differ but little
in their effects upon thesugarin
bepts, A sterile soll, with no other
manure than phosphate of llme and
nitrate of potash, was able to pro-
duce normal roots weighing 700-500
gramé (13-13 pounds), aud contain-

‘ng a large amount of sugar (16
per cent.). KExcess of nitro-genous
manures injared the formation of
Sugar.
