LONDON, Oct. 13. A man whose
name was In everyone's mouth a
few years ago has just died In a
HtUo town In Albania. This Is

the notorious forger of
Greek manuscripts. Tills man had
a remarkable history as a forger or
Egyptian and Syrian antiquities,
lie never attempted to cheat ignor-
ant people, but also went with his
frauds to the most celebrated schol-
ars and authorities.
