in our general conferences for the Gen-
eral Authorities, and quarterly, that is,lour times a year for tne local author. --

ties, it should not be in our feelings
nor in our practice the performance of
an empty iorm, out suouia De aone in
a spirit that will be acceptable unto
our Father, and In consonance with
the responsibility that devolves upon
the men whom we sustain. For when
we thus suxtaln these men,-- , it means
more than the mero liftiuK of oar
hands, or at least should do so. It
means the sustaiulns; 9! these men by
our faith and by our prayers, and so
far as works are requlred.oy our works,
ana when we thus vote and thus act,
there Is a poffcr and an luflnence ac
company such action as we have per-
formed this afternoon that are felt by
those in whose favorve vote : they fe'l
strengthened, and Uod our Eternal
Father seals His blessing or causes it
to descend upon those who are voted
for, aud there is a spirit that rests
down upon them from that time for-
ward, so long as they are faJhful and
are thus sustained, that manifests it-
self unto' all with whom they are
brought In contact.. Jet this congre-
gation lift up their" bauds to sever a
man f rein the Church, and 110 luatu-- r

how high he may.be in authority, no
matter what Priesthood he bears, no
matter how great and mighty he may
have been in the Church, and in the
ministry let this congregation for justcause lift up their hands against
auy such man and how qulcklythe ef-
fect la felt, how quickly that man is
stripped of his power and of his influ-
ence and of that spirit and those giftswhich have been conspicuous in his
labors previous to such action, or
while he was In good standing and In
fellowship with God and his brethren
aud sisters. We have seen numerous
illustrations of this In our history.Name after name might be mentioned
of men who have been bright stars In
the nrmament who have been stripped

by their own conduct to begin with,
and afterwards by the action of the
Saints of God upon their case of that
lustre, of that brightness, and of that
glory that seemed to attend their
miuist rations. And while this is the
case with those who have transgressedwhen the Saints of God act upon their
cases, do It is, ou the contrary, with
tnose who are sustained in their min-
istry and In their Priesthood and In
their calling by the united, uplifted
bands of the Saints of God In confe-
rence assembled, as t'c have done thta
afternoon. Men may sneer at the
latter-da- y Saints and say this Is but
an empty form, and that it is all pre-
arranged. Men may say what they
pit ase about thls. ft is pre-arraug- ed

according to the spirit aud mind of
God so far as that can be ascertained.
When men are chosen for otnee the
Spirit of God. is sought for by those
who have the right to Kelect," and if
there be doubts upon certain pointsmen are not chosen ; but When they are
chosen and the mind of the Lord is
sought for to know whether it will be
agreeable to Him that-the- y receive
this ortlce or that they should act in
those positions, ami when they are
thus selected and thus submitted, s I
have ssld,. to the Conference, then if
they themselves live so aa to have the
Spirit of God witn them they will be
clothed wth It, and when they seek to
maguliy their office God will magnify
them before the people and will
show them and the people that theyare indeed His chosen servauts and
that their ministrations are acceptable
unto Him, that He confirms them by
the outpouring of His spirit and the

Lbestowal of His gifts. It is a remark
able lact in mis ae 01 unociier, in mis
age of doubt, in this age of darkness,
in this age when men pride themselves
upon there being nO revelation, and
no knowledge from God J say It is a
remarkable fact that in this age such
as wenowjllve In and such as we are fa-
miliar with, God, in the history of this
people, is accompanying His. labors,
and the labors to which lie assjpsIlls servants, with the ancient pouer.
with the i auclentlmanifestullous, and
with the ancient confirmation by gilts
and by mighty signs aud works that
He causes Ills servants to accom-
plish.

When Moses was about to depart

He
magnified biro III tho midst of the peo-
ple, he was enabled to perform mfghty
works, and the people. If they had had
any doubts whatever had those doubts
removed by those manifestations of
power. You, remember how the Lord
showed In the sight of all Israel that
Joshua was Ills' Inspired and chosen
servant, for; under his direction the
children of Israel crossed the. river
Jordan dry shod. It was at the time
of high water in the river Jordan; but
the Jordan was stayed In its onward
coarse, its waters stopped running,ana tne wnote nosts o israei, ny tne
direction' of this servant; of lod,
passed over dry shod, In this
manner God showed unto Ilia people
that be bad Indeed chosen this man o
be His servant. And so If has bees In
the entire history of God's dealings
with his people, fie has not left them
without a testimony, lie has not left
them to proclaim is word' unaccom-
panied by ills power. .

one. A most striking illustration of i

this suggests Itself to my mind now.
It occurred at the tim the children of
Israel desired a king. The Lord Ws
displeased with them for this. Bsrouei
also felt offended, for they had rejected
him and bis house. Ther bad rood
reason for desiring a king, at least
they thought so, The surrounding
nations had kings who went ont and in
before them to battle and wera their
leaders, and they desired to bare a
king, especially when the two sons of
Samuel, whom he had chosen as Judges
over Israel, wpre pert who had turned
aside after lucre, and took bribes, and
perverted Judgment. This Prophet 0
God, this mighty man of God, happen-
ed to have two sons who were unwor
thy of their father's reputation, un
worthy Of the Priesthood, unworthy of
their position as Judges fo Israel, Jn
consequence of this the leaders of
Israel gathered together and said onto
Samuel 1 JJeholil, thou art old, and
thy t sons walk pot in fhy war:

He
inspired Ills - ervautJosi ph to all other
men, upon Witom in; bestowed all tne
kt ys, ail the authority, all the bless-
ings, ail the knowledge so far as en
dowments were concerned, so far as
the power to go unto Go, I aud ask Him
iu the name of Jesus and obtain His
mind and will was concerned. lie be-sto- w

d upon those men the same gilts,
and b'essmgs aud graces he had receiv
ed ; to that tht re was a body of men
with all the authority, a body of pro-
phets with ail the gilts of seers aud re-
velatory a body of men left instead of
one man a body ot meu were endowed
with this power when Joseph was
tii ken. and the earth was not robbed of
that Priesthood wulcji Gou had sent
His angels from licAveu to restore once
more to the chilittcst of men, and to act
011 the earUi in tile plenitude of its ;.ow
er. There was no nwre need, therefore,for augeiic vlsitatiofi to restore tt. It
was not taken back to God by the slsy --

ing of tne Prophet aud Patriarch, but
remained with mortal man here oil the
ear tli. And, then, when the question
arose as to who should lead Israel,
notwithstanding Sidney Rtgdon stood
up in the congregation of the Saints
and plead for the leadership of the
people, tlie spirit and power of the Al-

mighty descended upon the man whom
God bad chosen to hold the keys, in
the midst of all Israel, iu the face of
the entire congregation of believers aud
unbelievers, God clothed ills servant
with such power and iu such a manner
that every man that had the least por-
tion of the spirit of God, and every
woman, knew by the manifestations of
tuat spirit, and by the outpouring of
the gift ot God upon that man, that be
was the chosen one, and that upon him
rested the authority and the power aud
the gifts that had been borne by the
Prophet Joseph during his lifetime.
No more plainly was the power of God
mauifested iu behalL of Kllsha. after
the taking away of Elijah, than it was
manifested ill behalf of President
Ijrigbam Young when the Prophet Jos-
eph was taken f rOib the earth, and from
that day, while he lived ou the earth
until he died, the Lord magnified him

the eyes of the people and blessed
those who listened to his counsel.

When liu departed there was uo con-
tention, there was no strife as to who
should be the leader. The rnen of God
had learned by experience concerningthe Priesthood and as to who should
bear the keys. There was, therefore,no contention among the leaders nor
among the people. There was no
special necessity for any particular
manifestation. But I appeal to you,
my brethren and sisters, to-da- y iu this
conference assembled has not .God
accompanied the Presideut of His

has lit not accompanied him, has He
not accompanied his acts, his counsels
and his leadership $f the people by
every sign, by every blessing, by every
gift, by every manifestation of power
necessary to confirm in the hearts of
Israel the truth that he is indeed the
man whom God had designated, whom
God bad chosen, and whom God desir-
ed to lead His people Israel? 1 have
uo doubt of it, uever had any. I kuew

before anything was heard or any-
thing was said, I knew it
by the revelations of Al-

mighty God to me, that God
had chosen His servaut John Taylor to
preside over this Church: I know it
to-da- y; 1 rejoice in this knowledge,
aud 1 rejoice tiiat God still continues
to manifest His power through His
auointed one, and through the chan-
nel of the Holy Priesthood, haviug but
one man at a time on the earth unto
whom He gives the keys to presideover f he Church, and to give revela-
tions to the entire Church, as a church
and as a people. He has chosen him
from among the prophets, apostles,seers and revelators to bear the keys

tho everlasting Priesthood upon the
earth in the flesh, ho having the power
and authority to act for the entire peo-
ple, aud to receive the mind and will

God fgrr the entire people. And
thus God up the present time has con-
firmed His work by signs following;
every man in his place, enjoying the
spirit of Uod and the gifts of hp olilce

the j?residjiut of the Twelve lu his
ortice and inihls calljug; blessing the
Apostles who . act as the council of
the Twelve ; blessing the Presidents of
Stakes with the spirit aud power and
gifts of that calling blessing their
cousela and tilling them with the power
necessary to magnify the Priesthood to
which they are called; blessing the
Presiding Jjisbop and his Counselors;
blessing the liUbops and tbejf counse-
lors; ble sng the High Conuclls;
blessing the Seventies, High Priests,
Elders fthd Leaser Priesthood; every
man lu his place and station receiving
bis portion of the gifts and blessings
and power of God accordins to his
faith and diligence and his obedience

the commands of God, and also ac-

cording to the oflloe an J position that
he holds in the Priesthood of the Son

God.
God in His marvellous kindness and

mtrcy has organised His Church in
perfection, aqd has giyeil'tQ every man
that bears a portion of the Holy
Priesthood, if he will magnify the
same, tho gifts and graces ne-
cessary thereto tdven to every
woman and to every 'child
who is failhiul in the Church of God,
the spirit that belongs to the position
of each, according to the faith and
necessities of each. And thus It Is
that heaven is too vet oft ptjf behalf ;
thus it is that the power of God is
manifested from time to tlmej thus it

that the people are led and guided as
they are aud as they hare been from
the beginning until the present time,
and'thus it will be until the end, until
the Church shall be as a bride preparedfor the coming of .the brldegroout, for
the earning of the tnrd Jequs, who is
our head! and fthes wll preside over us
and over the Church and Kingdom that
will ho organized Upon the earth.

Uh, my brethren and sisters, God Is
not working in vain la our midst. He

not working in hidden places. He
not .concealing His hand and Ills

power. He s ready to blesa eyery man

had received under the hands of the
prophet of God, descended upon that
young man, &aui, and his anger was
kindled at the insult that had been of-
fered to his nation, and he took a yoke
of oxen, and hewed them in pieces! and
sent them throughout all the coasts of
Israel by the hands of messengers", say-
ing. Whosoever conicth not forth after
Saul and Samuel, so shall it bo done
unto bis oxen. Aud great fear fell upon
the people; they gathered out, ami h;
orgauized his arnm and they fell upon
their enemies and cleaned them out.

Mow, this is an illustration of the
manner in which. God operates upon
His servants and upon II in people.This young " man was following-peacefu- l

pursuits. Though he had
been chosen a king, he had
not seemed to asstimc king'y dig-
nity, he had gone about his busi-
ness; but when the crisis arose, when
there was a necessity for some one to
step forward and take the leading posi-
tion, then the spirit of that position to
which be bad been anointed, and to
which he had been chosen by the voice
of God, by the act of His Prophet, and
by the approbation of tne people,
rested upon him. and he emerged from
his obscurity and arose' in their midst
a king, a leader In very tleetl and in
truth.

And so it was, you remember,
in) the case of Klislm. When Elijahwas about to be taken to heaven,
the spirit of prophecy seerowl to rest
upon all the prophets. The sons of the
prophets came forttr to Klisha, and
said unto him, "Knowest thou that the
Lord will take away thy master from
thy head to-da- y? And he said, Yea, I
know it; hold ye your peace." At a
former time. Jie had been plowing in the
field, with twelve yoke of oxeu, when
Elijah came alonv, and Kllsha droppedhis work and followed the prophet of
God. Afterwards, when Elijah' de-

parture drew near, he said uuto Elisl a,
'Ask what 1 shall do for'thee before 1

be taken awav from thee. And Ellsha
said, I pray thee, let a double portion
Of that spirit be. upon me. And ne
said, Thou hast asked a hard thin- -;

nevertheless, if thou see me when 1 am
taken from thee it shall be so unto
tuee; ont 11 nut, u snail not be so."
And sure enough, he beheld a chariot
of lire aud horses of fire, and ho saw
his master ascend in his sight to heav-
en, and undoubtedly that gilt that he
had asked for, ana that Elijah said
should be granted unto him if he be-
held bis departure, was given to this
man of God, it rested upon hira, aud
when he came to the Jordan, having
Elijah's mantle which he had dropped,he sinotP the water in the power of
God, and cried, "Where is the Lord
God of Elijah?" so that the waters di-

vided,
in

and he passed over dryshod.
God accompanied that man by His
power wherever be went. A great and
a mighty prophet was he; so great and
so iniiehty. that it Is related of him tbut
after his death a band ef Moabites came
into the land. 1 he people ot Israel
were burying a man. While in this act,
they became frightened at seeing a
band of men, and cast the man into the
sepulchre of Elisha; "aud when the
man was let down aad touched the
bones of Kilsha, he revived, and stood
up on ids feet.'' lie was a mighty
prophet, and hp received those giftsand this power from. God, which lie
bestows, upon all those who receive
the everlasting Priesthood and who
seek to magnify It In the spirit thereof.

Bead, too, of the transformation
that occurred when Jesus laid His
bands upon His apostles. The lowly,
the ignorant, and the unlettered fisher-
men were transformed into mighty
men, men of power, men o influence,
men who had communication with tne
iieavens. unto whom God revealed His it
mind and will, and through whom He
performed mighty works. These men
Ereviously were obscure men, men ol

fishermen, probably one
of the lowest occupations that men
followed in those days, as it Is in our
day. It is a lowly occupation is that
of a fisherman. It is not one that
brings great wealth; It does not bringmen into public notice ; it gives them
no opportunity for distinction but
these men were men whpse fives were
Bid With God. These were ri luces in
disguise, men M'ho bad been chosen,
like their Lord atjd Master, accordingto my view, before the foundations of
the earth were laid, to !e Ills compan-
ions In the flesh, and like Him they of
were born in lowly and obscure cir-
cumstances. Hut wbeu He chose
them, when their hearts were touched
by the great truths He taught, and they of
came forward, iu obedience to His au-

thority, to cast their lot with Him,then the power of God descended upon
them, they fperforined "mighty works,
and while they lived upon the earth the
Holy Ghost was thdr companion, and
their fame has come down to uj em-
balmed, it may be said, through the
ages that have transpired, through the
ignorance, and the gloom, and the
darkness, and the apostacy that have
since taken place their names have
come down Jo ua frqrn our ancestors,
aud the most glorious edihecg and
structures that the world know any-
thing of aro dedicated to their memor
ies. God made them mighty In the
midst of the children of men. And so
it was with aU the prophets. Wheu
God made promises nnto them
they received them. But they did not
receive these things without exertion
on fthelr part, without tbelr seeking to
Industriously to magnify that lrlest-hoo- d

which had been bestowed uponthem. The spirit and power of God of
will rest upon a man if he listens to it.
It wIi impel Jdm in action. If he.
cherishes it, it win 00 his, constant
companion. It will be with aim In times
when he will need it, and when he does
need it. If he magnifies his calling, the
spirit and power of the Almighty that
spirit and power and those gifts which
belong to . his particular office will
rest upon him, and he will be made
equa to every emergency, to every
trial, and will come pfr victorious.

By Ms faith, and in-

While that man is la that position,
seeking to magnify it, He will not
speak to other men and give them revc
lattons for HU Church, I wish yon all
to understand what 1 hare endeavored
to impress upon you that It is the pri-
vilege of every one to receive revela-
tion. It la the privilege of every
mother to receive revelation from God
for guidance in the training of her
children) to be in communication with
the Father through thelloly Spirit. It
is the privilege of children to have the
same Spirit, and to have knowledge
from God through that Spirit. What
foi? To teach the parents? No. If
their parents are in the path of duty,it is uot so; butat is, as 1 have said,
the privilege of ..every man, woman and
child in the Church to have revelation,to have knowledge, to be instructed of
the Lord, Utit that does not give them
the right' to give revelations to the
Church. God did not design It. God
never baa warranted or sustained anv
such action. Therefore, he that cometh
in by any other way than by the door,
you snow what is said of him; he thai
cllmbeth over the wall.he that recei veth
authority from some source outside of
that which God recognises, we as a
people are not bound to receive any-
thing that may be communicated
through-him- . Out of that waich is
communicated in thft way there may
be nineteen truths p.uV of tweutystatements 1 but there will be error,
there will be falsehood, there will be
something that will mislead, because
there is not the authority from God to
lead and to art. God has His own
method of doing things. He chooses
whom he will ; lie takes away, and re-
moves from the path those that He
wishes. It is ail according to His good
will and pleasure. He gives unto, us
authority, and, as I have said, He con-
firms It by signs following; and this
Church from the day of its organizatlou up to the present time has never
been one hour, yea, I may say. one
moment without revelation, without
having a man lu our midst who can tell
os as a people the mind and will of
God, who can point out to trsr that
Which we should do, who can teach as
the doctrines of Christ, who can pointout to us that which a false and In-

corrupt, fiqd Who can, npon all matters
that come within the range of our ex
perleuce. and that are necessary for us
to attend t give us the necessary coun-
sel and Instruction. .This has been the'
C.ase always. Therefore, a man may re-

God, wherever they live, are witnesses;
of the truth of these things. You can
testify because you have received if
yon live as yon should do a testimony
independent of that which: we can giveto you, or any argument that we may
urge you have received. It, t you have
received it propel ly, from bur Eternal
Father. Von received it In answer to
prayer, direct to yourselves not
through any intermediate source, nut
through anr man, but through the
Eternal Spirit of our Father descend-
ing npon you and bearingwitnesa to
you testimony that these things aietrue. - You, therefore, are living wit-
nesses of the truth of these things, and
knew for yourselves whether they are
true or not. , ;
