provisions 'were- placed on the ice
and measures taken to beinredi-nes-s

her. But she hap--
pily escaped without injury. Im-
mediately after securing the ship
ln winter quarters, i; Capt.-'QIal- l

made preparations for the sledee
Journey north-wai- d, and other work
was commenced, by landing and
setting up an observatory, gettingthe scientific observations under
way. "surveying the harbor, clearing
up the ship, and making snug for
the winter. On the 10th Capt.
Hall left the Folarlt accompani-
ed by Mr. Preston, first mate,
Esquimaux Joe and Hans, with
two sleds and fourteen dogs, settingout on this expedition. The first
step taken by Capt. Hall he fell

I upon land more northern than
1 white man's foot ever before touch

ed. In the progress of this Journey,
unhappily the last that Captain
Hall was to make towards tlie Pole,
he discovered, as appears by his dis
patch, 4 river, a lake, and a large
Inlet, the latter in latitude 81 deg.,
57 seconds north. He named this
Newman's Bay, calling its north-
ern point Cape Brevoort. and tlie
southern one Bummer Headland.
AtiCapeABrevoort, in latitude 82
degrees, 2 seconds west, he rested,
making there his sixth snow en
campment. , On the 20th t lie wrote
his last dispatcn toxne hiecretary or
the Navr. the xriartnal draft of
which was found : in his own hand
wrl tine, on his own desk. It was
delivered to the tJecretary of the
Navy by Esquimaux Joe, who Had
kept the desk 11 n . hta custody from
the time it was picked up on the
ice after the separation ! of the res-
cued party from the ship. A copy

Captain Hall, It appears, had hoped
when he left the Jqlari on this
journey, to advance northward, at
least one hundred miles, but after
having gone about fifty he was
compelled by tlie condition of the
shore and lee, and by the state of
tne climate to return ana await tne
approach of spring for another at-
tempt. He readied the ship on the
2tth of October in, apparently, his
ussal Vtt hc Itb , bu t was attacked
ths Mine evenings with sickness at
tne siomacn ana vomiung, ana was
taken to h is bed. He was found to
be seriously ill. His moat . marked
