Quarantine restrictions once impos-
ed ure not to be removed by Siate au-
thority without the consent gl the
nrorrer officers of the De ent of
Agriculture. The period of quarantine
will be at least 90 days, dating from the
removal of the last diseased animal
from the herd. Dnrlgﬁ this perliod no
animal will be allow to enter the
herd or leave it, and all animals in the
herd will be carefully iselated from
other cattle. When pessible, all in-
fected herds are to be held In quaran-
tine, and not allowed to leave the in-
fected premises, except for siaughter.
