WE publish to-day the full text ofa
transiation from the origlaal Greek, of
tho manuseript entitled *The Teach-
ing of the Twelve Aposties.' It1sno
doubt &8 work of great antiquity and
may date back, as clunmed, to the sec-
ond century.

One of the principal indications of
tha tendency to lean towands error,
even in those carly days, Is scen in
Chapter Seven where baptism s de-
tined. The compromise permitted, of
pouring water In certaln cases, isa
plain departurs from the one way of
the Lord, and would not have been al-
lowed by a trueA postle of Jesus Christ,
The injunctions agalnst ‘‘prophets™
wiho souaght thelr own emolument
rather thay the welfare of the people,
show that those “grievous wolves™
against whow the Apostle Paul warned
thes Ephesian Elders, had already en-
tered mwong them “‘not sparing the
flock.” Peter also predicted their
arising and said that *‘many should fol-
low their pernicious ways.”” That the
umiversal apostacy foretold by the
Apostles of Jesus was to commence st
a very early date,’is indicated In the
words of Peul to the Thessalonians:
“For the mystery of laiguity doth al-
repdy work." And the rebukes given
through John the Revelator to the

¢ churches in Asia show that in his time

they had begun to depart from the

[ faith and turn into error and wicked-

ness,
The work now glvcn to the world
contalns much of the shmplicity of the

| disciples ol the Savior,and the customs

of the Church therein described betrn

' striking resemblance to the mstitutions
1 of the Church of Jesus Christ of Lat-

ter-dsay Saints, while the spirit of the

+ teachings is, in the main, in harmony

with the spirit renewed to the people

! of God in the present age. - It is
| quite possible that  the item
in  relstion to pouring water

in the place of true baptism is an Inter-
polation of a later age. ~But whether
part of the original document, or 1n~
serted by some monkish hand previous
to the date of the manuscript found by
Bryennios, namely A. D. 1056, it is one
of the heresies that crept into the
Church soon after the Apostles fell
nslecp.

It1is very interesting to those who
have obtained the key to the knowledze
of Christ's doctrine, to read the say-

tians and those who lmmediately suc-

What is your belief regarding the
condition of man Immediately after
death?

That there 1s an interval botween

will be in the spirit world awaliting the
time when his spiritual being will re-
upnite with his body.

The Pere signified his approval of
this doctrine, and turned to and read
the 18th verse of the 3rd ichapter of
Peter, which tells of Christ going to
preach to the spirits in prison In the
interim between his cruclfixion and

resurrection. He also stated unqulili-
fledly that 1§ Paul’s day, as stated In
the 15th of Courinthinns, people were
baptized for the dead.

It was explained to him that the Lat-
ter-dasy Saints believe In dolng this
and other viearious work for the dead,
and that Temples were being bullt by
them mainly for that very purpose.

What evidence have you of the su-
theunticity of the Book of Mormon?

First, in the fulfllment of its predic-
tions. It states that the remnants al-
ready named should In due time re-
ceive It as the rocord of their ancestors
and should embrace the dootrines it
elucidates, Already thousands of
them have come forward and stated to
the Elders that the Great Splrit by
manifestations had directed them to
come to them, be baptized for the re-
mission of theélr sins and reform their
lives., In many Instances this actlion
has been produced without sy mis-
slonary work having been done among
them by the Elders. As a runle, after
taking this step they lead better lives,
cease to murder, rob and beg and be-
come more intelligent,

The Recordaiso describes almost in
tletail, prophetically the phenomenon
of destructive secret societies existing
in the world, and which are to bea
powerful mesdns In breaking up exist-
ing lnstitutions. .

Ezckiel, Isalah 'and other prophets

pointed to the coming forth of a book
answering to a large extent the deserip-
tion of the Beok of Mormon.
. The record tells of a powerful and
highly ecivilized rage who lived in this
continent, who built cities and con-
dueted industries on a large scale. The
ruins found on this continent harmon-
ize with the Book of Mormon In great
precision, while no conflict has, so far
as we know,'ever been observed be-
tween it and any of these landmarks
of a people of the past.
