IN TIGHT PRESSED BALES.

11 o'clock yesterday morning;. 21 of
Ibis number came up at noun, up
to which time nothing bad occurred
to create suspicion of danger.

At 12.10 p-- a loud rumbling
noise was heard, quickly followed
by a series of flames from tbe pit's
montn, and a column or smoke ana
dust and debris ascending high in
tbe air.
