ATTEMPT TO SECURE
~ PART OF AURCRA, ILL.

Chicago, Oct. 27.—The owners of
property worth, at a conservative esti-
mate, $2,600,000, and located in the very
heart of the business distviet of Aurora,
Ill.. have had their holdings placed in
Jeopardy by the filing of papers ip the
general land office in Washington lay-
ing claim to it.

A syndicate headed by J. M. Spiker
of Aurora ¢laims that, through posses.-
sion’of a quantity of United States gov-
ernment scirp issued at the close of the
Mexican war, its members are the real
owners of the property,

The property to which claim is laid
embraces about half the area of Stolps'
island in the Fox river, on which are
situated the Aurora city hall, the Unit-
ed States /postoffice, the Aurora public
library, banks, stores, newspaper of-
fices and the plant of the Western Unit-
cd Gas & Electric company, and also
elght blocks on the west Ide of Broad-
way and 14 block on the east side of
River street. This latter property is
all improved and ig lined with stores
and business blocks.

Former Senator . Mason of Chicago
is acting as counsel for the syndicate,
With the exception of Spiker, the
names of the members of the syndicate
are carefully withheld. It is admitted,
however, that several prominent Aurora
men and also wealthy Chicagoans are
interested and have  furnished the
money to push the claim,

The first move has been a petition
asking the land office tosurvey the land
according to old-time methods——by
metes and hounds,

“Should the general land office refuse
to make the survey,” safd former Sena-
tor Mason last night, “then a suit will
be filed to compel them to do so. Suits
in ousier proceedings will be filed later.

“It is not ltkely that the city build-
ings or city property can be affected
by the present proceedings. The city, I
believe, got titla to the land by a spe-
cial act of Congress."”
