SACKING KHARTOUM.
HORRIBLK 8CKXK3 OF MTRDER AJS'D

PILLAGK.

The following terriblv realistic nar
rative of the sack of Khartoum is sent

tbe London Daily Neics from its
military correspondent at pongola :

Two men arrived here yesterday
(April 11th) whose story throws some
fresh lisrbt on the capture of Khar
toum. They were soldiers In Gordon's
army, taken at the time and sold as
slaves, but who iiiumateiy escaped..
Their names are Said Abdullah, and'
Jacoob Mahomet. I will let tbeci tell
their own story. After stating that!
they were first taken' to Omdorman
subsequently to the capture of Khar- -
tcmnx. were taen-s- to
sold toTrwoTLabbabisnraer
afterwards escaped from Aboudom to
Uebbeh, from which place they bad
reached 'Donsrola. thev went on to re
late the doings of Farig Pasha pre
viously to tne taking of Khartoum.
They continued : "That night Khar-
toum was delivered Into thii hands of
tire rebels. It fell through the treachery

Twelve of us were killed and twenty- -

'And now came the endlnz. The

flag with the crescent was destined
more to wave over the palace, nor

would the strains of the hymn of bis
Highness the ffendlna be heard any
more at eyeninsr. within Khartoum.
Blood was to flow lu her streets, in

dwellings, in her very mosque and
the Kenruseh of the Narslra.

THE ATTACK OX THE PALACE.

'A cry arose, 'To the palace 1 to the
palace!' A wild and furious band
rushed towards ft, but they were re-
sisted by the black troops, who fought
desperately, i ney Knew tnere was no
mercy for them: and that even were
their lives spared they would be en-
