Tbe Chinese Qaeslion.
The Senate committee on foreign re

lations heard arguments today from
the Pacific Coast delegation in Con
gress in favor of further legislation to
restrict the immigration of Chinese, ..

. Senator Stewart explained the pro
vlsiouav of the bill recently introduced
by Mm amending the Chinese restric
tion act. lie said that under the pres-
ent law the Chinese enter the country in
large numbers tarougn uritisn Ameri-
can and Mexican ports. Frequently,
when a collector ot port jeiuseu to al
low Chinese fcaland. they would apply
for i writs of habewt ccrrmia, . waich
sprung upon the United States courts
an IrnrrreHse amount of business to the
detriment of other' matters pending:
beforeibem. These .applications, . be
said, were generally successful and the
Chinamen gained entrance. He thinks
the courts should be relieved of these
cases and that the Secretary of the.
Treasury should, as proposed bjr the ,

bill, be given enlarged powers In
prescribing rules ,: and regulations
regarding .the certificates granted
to cuinese, - ana ..a practical : ad-
ministration of the existing , restrict-
ion- laws was exceedingly difficult;
and In attempting to evade their pro
visions, the Chinese would invent ail
manner of schemes. - lie held that the
various provisions in the bill would
invoke no violation of the existing
treaty.

Representative Morrow oi caniornia
said the restriction act was not very
effective in its administration. It was
the duty of the Pacific Coast delega
tion in Congress to take action looking
to some radical improvements in the
existing treaties. When a , Chinaman
was refused admission to oae port, ne
always found some other loophole by
which to enter. lie hooecf for a speedy
settlement f the matter, so that peo-
ple from the eastern part of the United
States desiring to emigrate, would not
be deterred by apprehensions of future
troubles In regard to the Chinese.

ReDreaentative Felton said that the
proposed legislation was entirely in-

adequate to accomplish the Jesaltil,
desired. It was necessary that some
legislation mere definite in its pro-
visions should be enacted. He had
tmst worthy information that the Chi-
nese continued to come into this
country, notwithstanding Xthe exist-
ence of the present Jaw. The Chinese
government, be said, bad made no at.
tempt to observe the present treaty,
and he held that there was no reason
for further delay if the people of this
country desired to abrogate it.

senator Aincneu, oi urcgon, saia ne
had much studv to the matter.
and bad decided convictions upon it.
It was pretty well agreed that the Pa-
cific delegation was in favor of the ab-

solute exclusion of Chinese, and was
satisfied that the existing law was in
sufficient. Something radical was im-
peratively demanded.
