single respect and to do what I1 could to
lecurefeeeee eure what I1 believed and still believe
to bo a better one

I1 am and from the first have been
fullytally Ooof opinionpinion that the amendmentbeani0of
the consiaconstitutiongutlon proposed by congress
equalizing representation in northern
and sonEonsouthernbouthernthern states wswas intrinsically
jurtjart and reasonable and that it should
be sought by a wholesome and persist-
entmoralmonal agitation

buteuf from the present condition of
the public mind and from the
dentadents attitude I1 deemed such a change
to be practically impossible in any near
period by political action and a plan
of reconstruction basebaseddupenduponupon
to me far more like a plan of adjourning
reconstruction for years at least witwith
all the liabilities of mischiefmischief which are
always to be expected in the fluettafluctua-
tions of politics in a free nation

it is not thothe north that chiefly needs
the restoration of government to its
normal sphere and regular action
either the advantages of hounionthetho union arearc
fallacious or the continuous exclusion
of the south from it will breed disorder
make the future reunion more difficult
and especially subject the freedmen totid
thetche very worst conditions of society
whichbiehbich can well exist no army no
government and no earthly power can
compel the south to treat four millions
ofmen justly if the inhabitants wheth-
er rightly or wrongly regard these mennien
as thetho cause or even the occasion of
their unhappiness and disfranchise-
ment but no army or Governgovernmentmentoror
power will be required when southern
society is restored occupied and pros-
pering in the renewed union then
the negro will be felt to be necessary to
southern industry and interest will
Ijainjoiniainalnain with conscience and kindness in
aurili for him favorable treatment

from highiss fellowfellos citizens
wo that live at a distance may think

that the social reconstruction involved
in thetho emancipation of four million
slaves is as simple and ealcaleasys as it is to

side at the atrocious massacre of new
orleans was shocking the perversion
and mutilation of Sheri dans dispatches
need no characterization I1 do not at-
tribute this act to him yet it was of
such a criminal and disgraceful nature
that not to clear himself of it by the ex-
posure and rebuke of the offending
party amounted to collusion with crime
after thethe fact what shall I1 say of the
iipeechesspeeches made in the wide recent cir-
cuit of the Eexecutive are these the
wawayss of reconciliationyetet mr johnson is to bobe our presi-
dent for nearly three years to come
clothed with a power which belongs to
few thrones besides the honor which
a people owe to him as thethaChieflef magis-
trate wowe must as christian citizens1
credit him with his real excellencies
his original horror of secession his bold
resistance to treachery his persistenters
and self denying heroism in thehe ionlonlongiong
dark days of tennessee we must not
forget that he has jealously resisted a
centralization of power in the federalgovernment that he has sought to dig-
nify and secure a true state rightsbights that
he has maintained simplicity of man-
nersfiers and a true love of the common peo-
ple it is our duty ilkliklikewiseewite to fore-
stall and prevent as much as possible
by kind and faithful criticism of his er-
rors on the one hand and by sympathy
and kindness on the other those dan-
gers to which he is liable under attacks
which he is peculiarly unable to bear
with calmness and these dangers of
evil counselors which more and more
gravitate towards him sogo long as it
was possible I1 have been silent upon
mrur JohnBjohnsonsonys faults and now speakspear so

such great changes required two
things vizvizvie promptness and unity of
counsels to secure these I1 bent my
whole strength I1 urged the purgation
of the constitution I1 reasoned against
mutual distrust and plead for unity of
governmental action I1 did all that I1
knewknow how to confirm the president in
his war begotten zeal against slavery
to prevent such suspicions and ellmina
eions as would tend to revive in his
mind old prejudices and bring on arearca re-
lapse into his former hatred ofnorthern
fanatics I1 thought I1 understood his
nature and thothe extreme dangers at
such a critical time of irritating a
proud sensasensitivetivetivo and pugnacious man
of southern sympathies little in sym-
pathy with norMornorthernthern feelings or ideas
and brought into the very leadership of
those men and that trainotrain off pprinciples
which hohe had all his life hahatedtedtod and de-
nouncednouncedeed that he was sincere and tena-
cious would make thothe case all the more
difficult I1 thought I1 foresaw that a
division between him and congress
would be the worst disaster that could
befall us that the practical test of true
statesmanship just then was not to be
found in theories or philosophies how-
ever sound but in securing and con-
firming mr johnson in his then diep
sitionesitions

upon thothe assembling of congress I1
went to washington I1 found Soutboutsouthernbouthernhernheru
men 1lyingying prostrate before mr john-
son and appealing to his tender heart
edness for he is a- man of kind and
tender heart disarming his war rage
by utter submission

I1 found northern men already utter-
ing suspicions of his fidelity and con-
scious of power threatening impeach-
ment the men who seemed alive to
this danger were unfortunately not
those who hadbad the management of
aniafilairsairs bad counsels prevailed the
north denounced and the south sued
we see thethor consequences

long after I1 despaired of seeing thetho
president and congress harmonious I1
felt it to bobe the duty of all good men to
leave no influences untried to lesson the
dangerdauger and to diminish the evils which
are siiresure to come should the president
rebounding from the republicans be
caucaughtlit by those men who were in sym-
pathyhatgy with the south throughout thothe
war I1 shall not attempt to apportion
blame where both sides erred itift is
enough to say that unity secured at the
seatscat of government would have been a
noble achievement of leadership

the speedy admission of thothe
southern states as necessary to their
own health as indirectly the bestbeat policy
for the freedmenfreedmenfreedmon as peculiarly needful
to the safety of our government which
for the sako of accomplishing a greatgreatgraat
end incautious men are in danger of
perverting I1 favored and do still favor
the election to congress of republicans
who will seek the early admission of
the recusantsant states having urged it
for a year past I1 was more than ready
to urge it again upon the various con-
ventionsvent ions which preceded thetho nomina-
tion of representatives to congress this
fall in this spirit and for this end I1
drew up my cleveland letter I1 deem
its views sound I1 am not sorry that I1
wrote it I1 regret the misapprehension
which it has caused and yetdetmoremoremoro any
sorrow which it may have needlessly
ampoimposedseduponupon dear friends As I1 look
back upon my course I1 see no deviation
from that straight line which I1 have
mademadg without wavering for now thir-
ty years of public life in favor of jus-
tice liberty and the elovelevationatton of the
poor and ignorant

the attempt to class me with nienmen
whose coursocourse I1 have opposed all

longiong will utterly fallfail I1 shall choose
my own place and shall not bobe moved
from it I1 have been from my youth
a birinfirm unwavering avowed and active
friend of all that were oppressed I1
have donodone nothing to forfeit that good
name which I1 havohava earned I1 am diotriot
going weakly to turn away from iny betset
tied convictions of the public weal for
fearoear that bad men may pralpraise me or
good men blame there is a serseriousIOUSlous
dimediXe rencerenee of judgment between menmennaas
to the bestbeat policy vore must all remit
to the future the decision of the ques-
tion facts will soon judge us

I1 feel now profoundly how cb
services have been to my country

compared desert or noblenobie ser-
vices but 1 am conscious that I1 have
given all that I1 had to give without
fear or favor above all earthly things
