Trusting you will rdon
me for notdolng si before, on account
olthe tttady and tedious work which
has been and now Is resting upon u,
audlhediniculty Is this diltlcult lau
gusge, wbkb occupies most of our
time. The first thing Is U memorise
the words, the second to get tbe cuu
strucllou, aud again to brliigthe words
forward In time of need, so as not to
make a blunder when attempting to

ak before an anemblnge uf this
people. Hut It Is only by hard and
constant study that we tuaitcr It. It
requires a) ear aud a half among tbe
peuple before a (erson cnu begin to
preach to much utility and explain
with cleatniss Hie principles of the
Oospel of Chrlilj and II Is necessary
that a person should have his mind
stored with useful knowledge In ordsr
that he can be able to answer the many
iursllous which people of the world
ask us ou every hand. It Is A true
eaylng that the Iord will help those
who help themselves, and It Is dlfllcult
to sail a ship out of water, and when In
watrr It requires a rudder to guide It
aright; an we ought to have a little
knowledge In store to draw front when
In lime of need. The people ask some
of the most unlni0rtsut ijrstlona of
any people I think there are on the
face oftlle globe. Hut one thing I flgratified over aud that Is, that we
have the lllble In the light, and w hen
we read II, It presents to us the true
meaning; for wo have the Hplrll of Uod
to show us tbe things of Uod.

I learned not long si nee that a native
teacher told his "nun" or village "not
to go to our lueetlugs nor have any.
thing, whatever, todowlth us, hullo
drive us with hut" from tbe vlllagee
when opjiortuulty aUbrded.

onds, aud generally all the dlnert In-

dulge In a lleata. After this they have
a long smoke and then converse lor
an hour or more; then "it aaln,

do a little work In the vao(bush)
or go to the centre of tbe vtllagu where
most of the time Ihey are playing u
native game. .....

The women help In nearly
of work. Wheu the tide Is uut Ihey all
turn out and go lutlde the reef, search-
ing under rocks for ilth aud teu w oruii
of varlout kinds.

A kind of sickness prevails hern
which Is uot found lu many other rt
of the world, This Is tbe "Feefee" or
llgleg, which souieeayls cauied by
lying continually on tbe damp ground;
