Ever since
her release from confinement on the
charge of swindling depositors in her
bank, she has combined tbe busiuess
of receiving deposits of money from
women, paying, or promising to pay,
an exceeding rate of intereet thereon.
A lady from Augusta, Maine, called at
Mrs. Howe's bouse last evening for
the purpose of collecting interest on a
sum of money deposited with her. She
was told by a man who came to the,
door that Mrs. Howe had skipped,and
taken $60,000 with her. A warrant has
been issued for Mrs. Howe's - arrest,
and the police are searching for her.

Ko More Emigrant Trains.
San Francisco, April 14. T. H

Geodmas, the general passenger agent
of the Central Pacific Railroad, has
notffled J. G. McCall, the Pacific Coast
agent of the Erie Railway, that tbe
Central Pacific would no longer allow
him to send emigrant excursions east
ove&its road. The reason assigned for
its action is that tbe extra accommo
dations provided for these excursion
ists was in contravention oi tne inter-
state commerce law, which prohibits"undue preference or advantage to any
person.''

Indianapolis, April 14. Something

Pardons Grauted and Refused by
the President.

Washington, April 14. No reports
of tbe indicator tests for the horso
power made yesterday have yet been
received at the .department, but com-

putation made by engineering officers
shows that to attain fifteen k nots speed
the engines must have made seventy-liv- e

revolutions per minute, which
would indicate the development of tbe
thirty five hundred horse power re-

The mutila-
tion was evidently intended as an ad-

whether these tpartl ular Inotes were
mutilated by the bank or the expresa
company, but it is thought at the de
partment that It was done by tbe bank
to secure the exchange on New York
at the expense ef tthe government.

It has a bottom ot twelve
inches of cement, and has doable walls
Ot brick.
