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LATIER DAY ISRAEL.

A ¥Ew days ago, In response to & ques-
tion by a corraspondent, we treated
upon the subject of the gathering eof
the Jews. A special poist connected
with it was as to whether the exodus
of that people from the nations to
Palestine wounld be executed while
they were in a conditlon of belief
regarding Jesus of Nazareth being the
true Messiah.

The ground taken, based on & view
of the prophecies generally on the sub-
ject, was thadt their situation will be
partly one of bellef and partly other-
wise. In additionto a consideration
of the biblical evidence upom that
point,only mqlohﬂonm made from
the Book of Mormon. It was however,
very direct and specific. S

“*Coming events cast their shadows
before.” In verlfication of this truism
we discever among many of the breth-
ren a keen spirit of inguiry in relation
to events that in the nature of things,
must be closely approaching. Asitis
safe to presume that the fulfillmeat of
the times of the (ientiles is not far
distant, religious thought is negessar-
ily directed to the work of carrying the
Gospel to the Hoyge of Israel, when
the times of the sons of Jacob will be
ushered in. The fact of reflection be-
ing turned in that channel 18 & process
of preparation for that which is ap-
proaching. It is the moving of the
Spirit of the Lord upon the minds of
those who are looking for the signs of
Christ's coming,

The fact that the day of Israel must
be near should be plain to the Salats
whe Intelligently peruse the revelation
bearing on the subject givem through

" Joseph the Seer on March Tth, 1831,

which declares that within the same
generation inm which the light broke
forth—the light of the Gospel—which
ushered in the times of the Gentiles,
those times would be fulfilled. Time
is passing and significant develop-
‘ments are crowding thick and fast, one
upon the heels of another,

It appears tbat the order of the
present dispensation Is that the Gos-
pel, including the Book ol Mormon, is
first to the Gentiles, and then to the
Fouse of Israel, beginsing with the
remnants of Jagob—the Lamanites—on
this continent, and then to the Jews
scattered among the pations. The
work amoag the two latter classes will
probably be partly cotemporaneous.

Having quoted in the first article re-
ferred to bu% sparingly fréem the Book
of Mormon, and la view of the interest
taken Im the subject, we will give some
other citations in the same direction
from that record.

The Prophet in Nephi I, 10th chapter,
14th verse, rehearses some of the pre-
dictions of his father Lehl in reference
to latter-day events, and in that con-
nection says of the present dispensa-
tion:

Itis evident also that when
the Elders, by command of the Lord,
shall turn their attention to the coa-
version of the Jews, the Book of Mor-
mon will be & prominent factor in as-
sisting in that evaogelical labor, as it
will be carried to them as well as to
the Lamanites.

It is a somewhal peculiar fact in
the light of the numerous evidences
that have been developed pointing to
the correctness of the theery that
