DuRTNa the proceedings of the
Eighth Congress of the Episcopal
Church of the United States, held
at Richmond, Virglnla,'a discussion
took place among the ministers
Dtoeent on "The Prletlr end Po--
phetic Functions of the Christian
Ministry.'0 The diversity of opin
ions on this Important subject
among the men who ought to have
definite information concerning it,
was , truly remarkable in view of
the fact that they all claimed to
have the authority of the "Chris
tlan ministry."

The fhst speaker was Bev. Wil
liam R.Huntington of Massachu-
setts, who considered that the
Christian ministry contained in it
both the priestly and ' prophetic of
fices, that of the former being to
minister and of the latter to teach.
Mr. Huntington thought that to the
prophetia function must be assigned
the first place, JThe primary duty
of the Christian minister was to
preach the word of God, te bting the
message of God to the human race.
The priestly functions were but see-o- n

clary I The pulpit was the Joy
and throne of the Christian min-
ister r r:.':;: I

The next speaker was Rev. 8. D.
McDonnell of Philadelphia,

i He
was entirely opposed to the first
speaker. He emphatically denied
that either the priestly or 'the pro-
phetici'i function belonged to the
ministry of this dispensation. The
power of absolution delegated .to
ministers had been called a priestly
function. It was not a priestly but
a kingjyj function, the power of the
commandment to declare and pro
nbunce the absolution and-forgl- ve-

ness of sins being a delegation of
royal not priestly prerogative. -

He was followed by Rev. Freder
ick. Courtenay, of Boston, who took
another view of the .subject. He
held that there were no Christian
priests because there were no sacrl- -

sacrifices recognized by the New
Testament were those of the whole
people, and It was not the exclusive
privilege or duty cf the ministry to
offer them.

Then came Bishop Peterkln, of
Wet Virginia, who held that the
priestly functions . , ceased with
Christ, but the prophetic office liv-
ed on. St. Paul, he declared, or
dained Apostles, Prophets, and
Teachers but no Priests. '

Dr. Greer, of Rhode Island, frank-
ly acknowledged that he did not
