The other uoucerns with which
I am connected are all on a sound
basis, exoept potilbly Davis A roster;
they havo a surplus of f 80,000, nnd
ought to psy In full. It Is only Just to
myself to say that two things cauied
my downfall. One waa ntgltot of
business, occasioned by devotion to
politics; the other, an do
Ire to build up Foalorla. I do not

know at my tlmeofllfatbat I ought to
Indulge In hopeof being able to repair
my fortunea and pay my debts, but
that I shall try will be the one end for
whlohl shall live."
