TUB RECOUNT.

San Fbancisco, Dec. 19. A recount
of th votes cast at the recent election
fer the office of mayor bas been in
progress bere for several weeks.
B. Pond, democratic nominee and the
present mavor of the city, was re
elected last November according to
the-offici- returns. Proceedings lor a
recount were commenced oy u. u
O'Donnell, independent candidate for
tbe omce. over one naii oi tne pre-
cincts In the city have been recan-vass- ed

so far, and a number of dis-

crepancies bave been discovered gen
erailv in O'Oonnell's lavor. Jndge
Finn, presiding Judge of the superior
court, delivered a cnarge to tne jury
today, and called special attention to
the commission of frauds in certain
precincts in canvassing the returns of
votes cast at the recent election.

During the recount no official can
vass has been made of the vote of tbat
portion of the fifth congressional dis-
trict located ia tne city. Tne
