GONTRCVERSY I
LONG AUTO UM

As to Desirability of Holding Compe-
titlon Under Rules Announced—
Goodt Sales by Local Dealers.,

When the automobiles which. are to
make this year's ocean-to-ocean run from
Now York to Seattle in connection with
the opening of the Alaska-Yukon-Pacific
exposition cross the continent they . will
not have as one of their number the
Franklin, according to the Salt; Lake
agency, which is the holder of the trans-

continental record. There will be no en-
try of the motor car which three vears
ago made the run from San I'rancisco to
New York In 15 days, two hours and 12
minutes, a time which has not been ap-
proached by any other car.

A controversy has arisen as to the de-
sirability of holding a competition under
the rules announced for this event. Al-
though the regulations have been some-
what modified they still permit the re-
placing of many broken parts as often
a8 a contending motor car may happen
to come to pleces under the stress of,
the run, so that it is possible for such
a car to go through and perhaps finish
a winner after being more or less rebullt
on the road.

That a run conducted in'this way will
gerve na useful purpose, that it will show
nothing that will “lead to the produc-
tion of a better automobile, one of
gtronger, more efficient type, is the con-
tention of muakers of many cars who are
refusing to permit an entry representing
their output.

Moreover, recognition is given ths
claim that the coming contest s to be
made Into one long road rate in which
the driver shall not be restrained by
even the conslderation of saving his car
inasmuch as he can reconstruct it to
such an extent ag ottéen a8 he mneeds,
That public digapproval of sending a
large number of high powered motor
cars careering across the country with-
out restraint, turning  the roads into
speedways, 18 pronounced is admitted by
many automobllists.

It Is contended by H. H. Franklin that
the most heneficial form of automobile
competition is found in the reliabllity,
endurance, efficlency and economy c¢on-
tosts which have had most of their de-
velepment during the past three or four
vears.  He is an advocate of making
these even more rigorous than they have
bLeen, penallzing for wenkness or break-
ings in every part of the gar instead
of only in some of those parts, as at
present. . This, he maintains, will really
show 'theé users of motor cars something
significant, something that ‘is of direct
concern 'to them. and give automobile
contests a practical, useful purpose, e
would eiminata the racing  feature and
have the cars run on a reasonable speed
schedule,

Moreover, there is ‘a transcontinental
contest which he Is deslrous of seeing
established, perhaps as an annual event,
and.that is a'round trip betwécn the ‘At-
lantic and the Pacific, making the 7,000
or 8,000 miles one long endurance contest
under'® a system of rigld penalizations,
sensible and safe time schedule and the
hardest of touring conditions. He . he-
lieves that in Such a contest Is to be had
the great annual event of American au-
tomobiling. L
