This was a stranee and ahsnril doc-
trine to the Christian world, who
considered preeumptuoHS the claim
that there .was a necenityor such a
restoration in view of the existence
of Christianity. The soeaker enter-
ed into a description of rome of the
various Christian "Churches and
their doctrines, showed their individ-
ual differences to ench other and the
great diversity between all of them
and the Gospel preached anciently.It was on this account that the el-

ders of this Church testified of this
necessity, of a new revelation from
heaven, to restore the ancient form
of faith with all Its gifts and bless-
ings which had vanished, and such a
Church they claim has been return-
ed to the earth, in accordance with
the vision .of, John the .Revelator.
The speaker , referred to dhe dis-
position of certain , .persons to seek
after slem" as an evidence of the
truth of Mormon ism; and reminded
such of the tenchiners of the Savior
in relation to sijrn seekers." and of
the Scriptures which testify ' that
signs are to follow the bel!ever, not
to precede his belief. Many persons
now ander.the Bhadow of this roof.
had seen the promised sisros ex
hiblted after they had yielded obedi-

loua manifestations were no proofs of
tnempeiTes, or .tne trutn or raloityof any-- doctrine. To prove this
the speaker referred to the magiciansof Etrypt and of modern times, illu
sionists and slight-of-han- d perform-
ances, and the prediction --of the
Scriptures In relation to false pro-
phets, who '. should work i miracles
with intent to deceive In the latter- -
"ayB, On 'the other hand he cited
the case of John the Baptist, one of
the greatest of prophets, who had
the pre-emine- nt nrivileee of bantiz- -
Ins: the Bon of God, but who "did no
miracle." The absence of miracles
therefore was no evidence of the
falsity of a doctrine. "Men ' cannot
be oonwinotM, awi tiiey should be, by
any such manifestation. Those who
were converted to the Gospel by re
markable "signs" had constantly to
receive them or there was danger of
mem railing away; while those whowere converted by the testimony of
the Spirit of God in their heart,hadmacn more stability to their faith
i he truth of this work was estab-
lished by evidences far more reliable
than miracles. One wasthe gatheringthe wlOingness of neople to forsoke
their homes, famines and posses
Dions and journey to a strange land
for the sake of their religion. . This
was a remarkable sign of i he divin
ity of "Mormonism.,. Its converts
were from every nation. Tbev did
not come here because it was a de
sirable land to dwell in, because of
its wealthy mines, or any of Its na-
tural advantages, but they came be
cause it was a command of God that
they should do so and they, obeyedIt. If the neonle were interrocatH
as to this, their universal reply would
confirm this declaration. The
speaker showed that the gatheringwas not only peculiar to this Church
out to tnis age. In ancient times n
such principle was. promulgated, but
churches were built Tip mvarious
places. Never before were the neo
pie of God commanded to gather to
one piace. This gathering was in
comformity to the call which had
been made :,to ; come out of . Baby
Ion. No magnet ever exerted
areater attraction for its affinities
than this gospel to the people which- s a e w w

comprise tnis unurcn. it was an
Irresistible influence, felt universal-
ly by the converts of tbe gospel. He
had himself seen nine, different
nationalities on board the same ves
sel all bound for Zion, and all an!

It was love
that bound the hearts of the Saints
together and created the roion
which was one of their distinguish
ing features- - Their love exceeded
any sexual love, and could not be
dissolved even by death. This whole

pression. They had been driven
and persecuted many .times, but
they would never surrender their
conviction. One of their distinctive
characteristics was their tenacity to
tneir principles. Not even their
leaders. Apostles and President's
could drive them a fiten, but thev
could lead them In righteousness
even 1n the face of death. This was
not due to the power of man. but to
toe power or uoa. The neater tes
tified that this work would continue
to roii onward. Though this peoplewere despised by the world jret thev
would grow and increae.Th ey were
temperate, nrtuous, peaceable, hon
est, economical, industrious and
God-fearin-g, and such a people could
not rau to make their mark In hia
lory. They were lied about most
shamefully, and these lies had their
effect upon certain classes, but like
ail otner lie4, iney would soon per
ish In oblivion. The Saints could be
led about and sun live and be hap

py. They woued continue- - to In-
crease and rosper and when wick
edness and corruption should cover
the earth and troubles and perils
abound, the strrag exilities of the
S&!nts would shine brighter by the
contrast. He felt thankful for the
