As we crossed rough
ndgc and deep gulhe. we wondered
bow it could be possible that a man
would .elect .uch a rugged plate uiiou
which lo expend so much money, lor
surely nature lias presented many mute
beautitul and less rugged place, to sub-
due and beauiily.

It so happened thai the same morning
we visited me place Mr. George W.
Vanderbilt htm.eli arrived. He i. a
.ingle man prooably thirty year, of age,
dark coniplexioned, mejium height
and would weigh about one hundicd
and pound..

A. we reached the .pot, a most beauti-
ful spectacle met our gait. Towering
betore u. probably 150 lect high, 600
long by tbo icet wide, bcautilully decor-
ated by .tone sculpture worn, stood the
m.gmhcenl white samlaione mansion,
and when being Lnlormcd by the mana-
ger in charge llial the .lone both lor the
mansion and the huge walla, arche. and
steps which bedeck the grounds had
been shipped Irom bedlord, Indiana,
wa were led lo eacuiim "what caunot be
accomplished with mouey.1'

Alter viewing the mansion with its
immediate surroundings, and procuring
souvenirs, we lollowedtlie winding pave
and macadamised walks into Ihe llora)
or horticultural part ol hi. prcmiaes. lu
the greenhouse we lound many tropical
trees and plant., Willi thousands ol
vanetiea of llowers in bloom as though
it were springtime

The high stone archways and sculp-
ture work gives massive and

appearance lu the grounds, The
water aupply is piped Irom Mushy, a dis-

tance ol three miles, and the sewerage
ia perfect.

we were informed that the tract ol
rand upon which the building standi
comprise about seventeen thousand
acrea, with probalily three hundred ol it
already beautified, while tardier back
in the mountains Mr. Vanderbilt owns a
tract ol seventy thousand acrea, known
as the paint bedi." Krorn one in
umigc ws, wuiairaoo uie following alani-
nes. About one thousand men employ-
ed upon the grounds, of which about
three hundred aie working on Ihe in-
terior ol the building, receiving Irom one
to hve dollars per day wages. The
building contains throe hundred and
siaty eight rooms. Korty five carriage
horaea will be kept el Ihe mansion lor
Uie accommodation ol the millionaire
and his gueats. Korty miles ol macadam-
ised carriage road already constructed
on the grounds, reaching moil ol the
scenic points. Everything seems to be
ol a substantial nature and will last for
ages. And we leave tins beautllul
picture, with the breeie .0 health in-
spiring, with a sigh ul regret.
