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The speaker was Apostle Erastns
Snow. He referred to the position oc-

cupied by the Latter-da- y Saints as "a
city set on a hill" which could not be.

hid, and proceeded to show forth the
providences of God, In the midst of all
their trials and hardships, which had
resulted In . their present prosperous
condition. He told how the Prophet
Joseph had predicted their coming to
the Rocky Mountains, of their suffer-
ings by the way, of their 'marvelous
deliverance and preservation, and their
wonderful achievements In the midst
of this once desert region. i

- He! showed how the Ire of their ene-
mies had pursued them from the begin-
ning, and how the same spirit of Jeal-
ous animosity which drove the Saints
from Missouri and Illinois, was still
seeking to destroy or bring them Into
bondage. Being denied admittance In-
to the Union, at the same time Califor-
nia was admitted, they were given a
Territorial Government, and of late
years had had Governors and other
ofllclals who had sought to enlargetheir prerogatives and use their powers
for the oppression of the people.

He touched upon the Edmunds Law
and the acts of the Utah Commission,
and portrayed the t Inconsistency of
such measures and" test oaths which
disfranchised honorable men aad wo-
men, and permitted the adulterer, the
whoremonger and the lewd woman to
exercise all the rights of citizenship;
thus showing 'conclusively that It was

It was 'an 'effort to dishonor the
fathers and mothers of this people In
the eyos of their children.

This was not uttered as a threat,
but as a prophecy. It was not said In
the spirit of disioyalty and defiance..

He next drew the contrast between
the efforts ol the Saints to honorably
populate the earth and the practices In
the world to prevent It, and said that
all these things would yet. be recorded
by the impartial pen of the'hlstorlan,
and held up for God and angels and
the sons of uch ignoble sires to gaze
upon with unutterable disgust The
history of this generation Was not yet
written but It would-be- , and when the
religious bigotry of the hour should-hav- e

spent its fury and the blind folly
and Ignorance of demagogues should
have been drowned In the common
sense of the people,- - then Utah anil her;

Mine, and the particulars, as gleaned
from several sources, notably from Mr
George Collins, superintendent ol the
mine, are as follows:, .

A number of slides occurred simul
taneously ail along the-- canon above
and below. The one that stmck the
Emma works and ' proved fatal to so
many, ; was a olld mass of snow
and debris, about half a mile In width.
The portion that swept the buildings
away was from the Equitable Gulch
directly north of the works. All who
were kllled.excepting Edward Crockett,
the fireman, had gathered thero about
half an hour before the slide to sleep
In the tunnel for safety, and on their
way had stopped in the blacksmith's
shop, when the snow came down.

. It swept over the shed at the mouth
of the tunnel and buried up the entire
party, .not one .of . whom was again
seen alive. v

Another party of one woman and
three men, were on their way to the
mine for refuge, at the time the fatal
event took place. . TUa woman had Just
asked her companion to wait a mo-

ment, as she was out of breath from
climbing and would have to rest,
when the avalanche "flew by,
knocking 4 some of them , ' down
but doing none of them any serious
Injury. In another moment, had they
not stopped to "rest, they too would
have been engulfed tn the snow, and la
all probability would have met ' a
similar fate to those who had preceded
them up the mountain,' ;

The names of those who were killed
are as follows ; Gua. Lybecker, fore-
man of the mine ; Ed Crockett, fire-

man; Wlllard Stephenson, O.J.John-
son, N. S. Delano, P. T. Calgreen and
wife, D. DT Wasson and brother, Sam
Frothero, Lottie Oleson and Johnnie
Richardson. , Some of the bodies.when
taken out, were found to be scalded,
doubtless by the water from the engine
boiler. At last accounts they had all
been dug out but one. f

Owlng.to the telegraph line Ibelng
down', and, nearly everybody busi-
ly v engaged l searching- - ;for 1 the
bodies, or so. excited ever the occur-
rence, as to forget everything else,
word was ;' not sent to this city
until yesterday, when . twenty or
thirty people from Alta City arrived
in town, Including Mr. George Culllns,
the Superintendent, who Is our malu
source 'of information." He " was at
Alta at the time . of the slide, but half
an honr later would . have been at the
mine, and probably among the victims.

It Is expected that a special train
over the D. &. K. G.; which now pwns
the line from Sandy to Alta.wlU go out
to bring the bodies to this '

city for
burial. Mr. Culllns states that help
will be required to assist in mov
ing the' bodies to the railroad.telght
miles below Alta. A special train will
proceed to the end of the track, for
this purpose as soon as the storm Is
over. .....

To give our, readers an idea of the
situation Mr .Culllns informs us that it
took 22 men three hours "to make the
first four miles coming v down the
cation.'
