dyspepsia.

salads, and other preparations in
Which, vinegar , U used are . unwhole-
some, especially when taken with fari-
naceous food, such as bread and other
grain preparations. .There is a popu-
lar notion that by the use of vinegar a
tendency to iuerease In flesh may be
antagonized. The physiological fact
that fat is largely' formed from the
starchy elements of grains and vege-
tables, rather supports the popular no-
tion; but this method of reducing
weight should not be encouraged, as
the loss of flesh is secured at the ex
pense of good digestion. ' !

Abrahai Lincoln's Kindness.
"Abraham Lincoln," said Judge Kel-le- y,

of Pennsylvania, who i the father
of the House of Representatives, "was
the most patient man in the details of
life I ever saw. He was the only Presi-
dent we have ever had, and piobaolyever will have, who knew Dotting ol
the common autocracy of publicise.
He ws.8 the only man we fvtr had at
the White House who would go back
of the wishes of persons and examine
their real wants. I ,remember an inci-
dent In connection with the war which
Illustrates what I am trying to say.
It Is not proper for me to use names,
but the story goes: It was at that
early period In the rebelllou when ons-pec- ts

and conspirators were being ar-
rested and imprisoned by the whole-
sale. A letter written Upon a printedsheet of paper, giving the business of
a prominent firm of merchants of New
York and containing Incendiary lan-
guage towaid the Union, fouud its
way into the hands ot a government
official In the South. The declarations
were penned by a traveling man, who
represented the firm mentioned in the
letter-hea-d. The result was the arrest
of the prlneial member of the firm on
the charge of consplrsrcy against the
Government. The letter was signed in
such a way as to make It perfectly clear
who the author was, and, of course,
suspicion bore heavily upon the firm
mentioned. He Is a man well known
In New York to-da- y. Men were helu
in prison at that time on the slightest
suspicion suspicion in fact more
slight than this one. The wife of the
merchant came to a friend of mine in
New York Immediately after the ar-
rest of the husband, and equestek him
tm communicate with President Lin-
coln the fact that her husband had been
arrested for somethlag for which he
was in noway responsible. My friend
addressed a note to the President, tell-
ing him that the man under arrest was
not guilty of the misdemeanor even
In a collateral or the most remote
way. The wife came here; it was 11
o'clock at night wheh she arrived. At
the depot she told the cabman to drive
to the White House. The driver ex-

postulated with her, and told her it
was of no use to call at the White
House at such a late hour of the uint.
She said It made no difference, she
wanted to see Mr. Lincoln, and tnat be
must drive her Immediately to the
Executive Mansion. When she pres-
ented herself at the entrance to the
White House it was midnight. Every-
thing was quiet. The cordon cf police
very strong at that time, turned out in
full force. They would not listen at
first to her entreaties to be admitted
to the White House. Finally she pre-
vailed upon one of the officers to Uke
th) letter of introduction sue had to
President Lincoln, who was then
asleep. A minute after the President
had been awakened bis voice was
beard lu the corridor on the upperfloor. He held the letter in his band
and the tremor upon It indicated his
feeling.

. " 'Mrs. . this case demands im-
mediate action,' said Mr. Lincoln. MX

you will take my arm we will go imme-
diately to Secretary Stanton.' Across
the lots at a rapid pace went the Presi-
dent and the lady. Stanton was aroused
from his slumbers, shown the letter bythe President and requested to release
the prisoner. He wrote a dispatch and
handed it to Mr. Lincoln, and said he
would attend to the matter further In
the morning.a'Llke a lucky boy.the President with
the lady started toward the down-
town hotel. It was 1 o'clock In the
morning, Washington was filled with
revolutionists and would-b- e assassins,
yet Mr. Lincoln never faltered and
seemed not to comprehend his danger.When he arrived at the hotel with the
lady oa his arm he told her to go to her
room, sleep soundly, return to New
York In the morning and that her hus-
band would meet her on the dock. The
lady could not believe It, but Mr. Lin
cdln assured her that such would be
the case. The President then went to
the telegraph office, filed .the message;
which demanded the unconditional re-
lease of the prisoner, and Ireturned to
the White House alone. Sure enough,
when she alighted from the ferry at
New Terk the next day, her husband
was there to embrace her. I am in
clined to believe tbu millennium will
come before we shall have another
President who would do such an act as
this." .BaJWwGre American.
