“]I do not charge these Improper
acts upon the defendant or any indi-
viduaal, but [ am ready to submit the
prools, have the witnesses brought 1n-
to court and ha¥e their testimeny re-
corded under oath. I have no Iidea
that counsel had any ldea ef these
transactions, but they came to me in
my official ca mit’y ,and it was my duty
Lo consider them."

that all persons named by Martine as
being parties to the attempt shomld
appear in court Monday merning, when
gda whole matter would be investigat-
The remainder of the day was occu-
ried in fruitless efforts to obtain a
jury. Before adjourning the judge
made & short address to counsel in the
case, in the course of which he called
attention to the fact that 400 talesmen
had been summoned and thatwith every
fresh panel more and mere persons
disqualified for jury service were
