The case of Mr. Mattesou In! 'ihft
35th Congress was a case arifciag,
not under tho clause of the fjonati- -
tutiou which makes each House the
judge of the lection, returns, and
niurtltflMttona of its members, but
under that clause which confers the
mmr of exnulaion. Oq the ! 22nd
day of March, 1858. Mr. Seward, of
Georgia, submitted the reporter the
select committee to the House. In
this report the committee said that
it was necessary at the outset to
ascertain whether Mr. Matteson
mu constitutional Iv or legally dis--
nualifled for the office of Jtepresentr. r I Tliaif Hfcnd tht Mectiodt JOf

the Constitution .which protldej
that (no Derson shall be a liepre--
sentatlve who shall not have at
tained the aze of twenty-flv- e years
and have been seven years a citizen
of the United States, and who shall
not. when elected, be an inhabit
ant of that State in which he
shall be chosen." They said

. that it had not been claimed that
Mr. Matteson , was, ineligible
because wanting in either of
the nullifications thus nrescrib
ed, or that any statutory disqualifi-
cation attached to him, and that
Mr. Matteson, being tnuseugib,had been admitted to his seal in
the House upon taking the usual
oath of office; that the House was
called upon to expel Mr. Matteson
for causes alleged to have arisen
not during the term of the S5th
Congress. It seemed to the com
mlttee India Datable that Mr. Mat--
teson's rizht to his seat was wholly
unaffected by the proceedings
