WasHixgToN, 90.—Edmunds pro-
ceeded to-the case 1n guestion, that of
the attorney of the southern district of
Alabama. He read the formal order of
suspension of Geo. M. Duskin and of
the nomination of Burnett to succeed
Duskin. He also read the rescolution
of the Senate calling for thie papers on
flie relating to the ministration of the
uflice by Duskin and the letter of the
Attorney General refusing these pa-
rs, and stating that the refusal was
by the direction of the President. e
maintdined that the act of the Presi-
dent did not remove Duaskin, but sim-

- ply withheld from him the duties and

¢vmoloments of the office pendiog a de-
cision ot the matter by Lthe Senate; and
that when the nomination of Burnett
waa sent to the Senate, Duskin was U,
S. attorney for'Alabama, and the pro-
position "was Lhat he shouald be re-
moved, Edmunds contended that had
the Sepnate been a jury it would have
been ita duty to find out how Duskin
had adminlstered his office.

Mr. Edmunds then enteréd upon a
long discussion of the eircumstances of
the case already made public. Ia the
course of his remarks Mr. Edmunds
sajd: Buppose some President Ltwo or
three years ago, when we appropriuted
vpe or two hundred thousand dollars
for the contingent exp&s«-s of Lhe De-
partment of Justice pr€teding an elec-
tion, should have turned iuto the
Treasury iump vouchers for that whole
amount; suppose that at the next
meeting of the Senate and the House
of Representatives the members shoald
be of the opinion that as a security of
good government and ns a guard
against any corruption or improper use
ot that money, it Was necessaiyv Lhey
should know what became ol it, would
it be within the power of the Secretary
uf State or the President of the United
States to say no? Lf so, we had better
be! extremely careful bere r as to
how much money we put into the con-
tingent fund for foreizn intercourse.

The improvement In the public
methods, so lar as we had yet
gone, would seem .tc be chlefly

and most conspicuously the suppres-
sion and concealment of publie gupers
with the best intentions undoubtedly.
But Mr. Edmaunds would repeat, that
for the first time in 40 years or more,so
far as he had been able to discover,had
either House ol Congress failed to get
the Informmation it had asked for from
a public department of'the Govern-
ment. Why In respect of this very in-
stance, which 1llustrated the import-
ance of standing up for this right of
good government, when this resolu-
vion was sent to the Attornegy General
there were pending in another branch
of Congress a bill providing ior a de-
ficrency of abount $185,000 in the De-
partnent'of Justice for fees of jurors
and witnesses, and there was there
without doubt, a letter of the Attorney
Gepernl stating that lhere wust be
added for the current fiscal year efid-
ing the 30th of June next, & yearcover-
ing twelve months of puarely demo-
cratic control, a deficiency of $185,000.
If the case of Duskin was falrly illos-
trative of the circumstances of: all the

The growth
of the power of labar
should be an occasion ~ for
calm dellberation and moderation.
Workingmen should be careful to see
to it that they do not sap and under-
mwine their strength by extreme de-
mands and unreasonable assumptions
of importapce and wer. It is as
some one has said before me, a good
thing to have the power of a gisat, but
it Isan evil thing to use it like a giant,
It was the disposition on the partof
the ewploser to refuse Lo treat with
his workmen that mnade labor organi-
zation 8 neces#ity to them. Now Lhat
we have the power which comes from
the organization, we must use that
power wisely an(i moderately, and be
careinl that we do not change position
with the employer, and retuse Lo treat
with him except at the point of the
pistol, or strike, which is about the
