Tho cabinet wa9 in session for
two liours, to-da- y. The principal
Huljecta of diacussion were the re-

ports from nouthern cllk-ial-s iu cer-
tain States made to the Attorney
Genera!. A number of other mat-
ters of a routine character were
under discussion. Secretary Cam-
eron was-no- t present. The State
and Interior departments were re-

presented by Messrs. CaJwallader
and Gorham respe ctively.
The South Carolina Troubles -- 1 lie

The oflicial report of R. M. Wal-

lace, United States Marshal for
South Carolina, addressed to At-
torney General Tart, was, among
other papers ou the condition of
the south, read at-th- cabinet meet-
ing to-d- ay:

Ciiaklkstox, Oct. 17.

llou. A. Tait, Att'y Geu'l:
Sir I have delaj'ed giving you a

lepoit of the recent unfortunate
political riot near Cainhoy, in this
county, until I could get a correct
statement of facts. It id one of tho
legitimate results of tho intimida-
tion policy on the Mississippi plan,
adopted by the democratic party in
opening their campaign, for the
purpose of breaking down the re-

publican majority in this State.
Tho first meeting in this county
at which tho democrats put their
shot-gu- n policy into practiee, Ivvk
place over a month ago on Cooper
1 liver, some ten or twelve miles
from tho scene of tho late riot. The
republican had called a meeting,
and tho democrats in the iity
chattel cd a steamboat, takin";
about 150 well armed men to
the meeting. They formed their
men in lino near the stand and de-
manded that they should have half
the time for their speakers. The
republicans did not relish thiakiud
of peaceful political discussion, but
the request was backed up by loU
Winchester repeating rifles in the
hands of men who knew how to
use them, and they consented to a
division of tho time. Other meet-
ings followed this with a similar
display of arms, aud in order to
avoid the collision which was im-
minent to each meeting, tho ex-
ecutive committees of each party-arrange-

d

to have a series of joint
discussions, and agreed that their
people should Dot come aimed to
the meetings. Tho discussions iu
the ceunty had beeu mainly going
on with more or less bitterness and
animosity, mainly growing out of
the fact that the democrats carried
a large force rf men from the city
to every meeting, who irritated the
republicans by IhHr violent de-
nunciation of their leaders and
their party. The meeting at the
brick church, near Cainhoy, was
called by the republicans, and was
largely attended by men who were
present at the first meeting at
which tho democrats had enforced
their demand to speak, but had not
attended all of the joint discus
slonx, and many of them being
suspicious of ttie democrats
carried such guns as ench man had
at his home, consisting of old mus
kets, shot guns and fowiitig'-pieeea- .

but not a militiaman went there
with state arms and ammunition as
the democrats claim, and the best
evidence of that fact is that all the
dead were shot with buckshot, and
not rillo bails. When these colored
republicans were at the place oi
meeting, their leading men told
them that they were violating the
agreement by coming aimed, and
that they must deposit their arms
at some place away from the
grouiuu. ino colored men com-
plied with the rt quest, and some
guns, say fifteen, were placed in an
old dilapidated building some fifty
yards from the stand, and othtrs
were placed acinus t lie 1 a vino i
the woods. About lot) democrats
accompauiud their speakers from
the city on a steamboat, and soon
appeared at the meeting. The first
speaker was a democrat, a candi
date for prosecuting attorney of the
circuit. lie was heaid through
very patiently, lie was followed
by W.J. McKeuly, colored delegate
to the Cincinnati Conveution from
this2Stat.

Soon after McKeiily commenced
speaking a commotion was observ-
ed in the crowd on the side nest
to the dilapidated building, and
McKeuly jumped oft the stand aud
said, "Those white men in that
houfce have cues, and are uroing to
shoot." Colored meu raised the
shout,"'The democrats have seized
our guns," and made a rush for the
other guns. Tho white men who
had secretly slipped into the house
and seized the guns, then fired,
and the hrst shot killed au old

! A .

coiwreu man aoout seventy years
of age, who was standing leaningon a buck, aim una is the onlv
colored roan who is known to have
been killed. The colored men
returned with their cuds very
soon, and attacked the party at the
old house, anil commenced a gen
eral fire on the democrats, who
were generally armed with pistols,
but they had to retire rapidly
toward the boat under a heavy fire.
Tho colored men became furious
when they saw that some of their
arms had been seized and one of
their old men killed. Sheriff Ilow--
eu, wnom mey recoenizeu as their
personal and political friend, rushed
among them and tried to stop the
tiring, but they um not cease until
all the white men were driven
away from the church. Six white
men were Rilled, or have died, and
one colored man. several white
men are wounded, but none seri
ously. It Is not yet known how
many negroes are hurt.

As soon as the fight ceased the
steamboat returned to the city for
reinforcements, and over. 100 men
went back on her on two hours'
notice, with arms for themselves
and for the hundred men alreadythere. Next morning about 200
more aimed men went up on the
same boat, wnicn had returned.
These armed men were the mili-
tary companies, or a portion of
the companies which Governor
Chamberlain ordered to disband
two weekB ago. On the night of
the riot I telegraphed to Sommer-vil-le

to the officer in command of
the troops tor a company to eo to
Cainhoy. He replied,next morning,that , he had only one artillerv
company, which had no small
arms. I then telegraphed to Gov- -

ernorChamberlain to know where I
could get troops, and he referred it
to General Ruger at Atlanta, who
has ordered a company from Co-
lumbia which will arrive

morning, aud I will proceed
with them at once to Cain-
hoy. ' I will require the armed
men-ther- e to disperse, and will see
that no further rioting takes place

The correspondent thinks Germany
throws her inlluence with Russia
In order to force the other Powers
to agree upon a compromise whici
Russia can accept. He sees in this
a prospect of peace, but neverthe
less regards the situation as most
critical. The report that 50,000
Russian troops weie ready to pass
through Roumania is undoubtedlyau exaggeration, but the corres-
pondent has trustworthy informa-
tion that the three army corns of
Kilu, Kharkow and Odessa are un
der orders or mobilization, and
there are other signs of preparation
iu southwestern Russia, but there
are indications on the other hand,
that the eventuality against which
this preparation must be;made, Is
not looked upon as immediately
impending. The force which these
three southern corps might put in
the field is estimated at 100,000
men.
