HAS AN EASY TIME

Great Mat Artist: Throws Tour Mecen in
Short Order—Hissed and Jeered
For Dofng as Requested,

Hurry Heagren certainly pulled off a
sood thing last evening when he pre-
sented to alout 8,000 persons in the arena
at the Salt Palace,’ ¥rank A, Gotch,
champion wrestlét of the world. The 1e-
ception accorded the champion was nol
what 1t should have been. Hiaz appear-
ance on the platform during the orator-
ical Introduction by Willard Bean was
the signal for ipplause and cheers, but
when the champjon put a toc hold on
Mike Yokel the cheers were turied to
hisses, Jeers, groans and calling of
names, a feature which was by no means
Justified. He was hissed because he did
what was expected of him. Since IHea-
gren announced the coming of the chan-
plon ‘the announcement’ was made scores
of times that he would show Salt ILak-
ers his famous toe hold, a hold which
has placed him  in first. place among
world’s athletes. Had he not used 1t the
crowd would have been ‘‘sore.’’ If thoss
who' went against him expected te be
treated ke sick infants they were very
much mistaken. He came here agreeing
to throw four men within a limited time
and ‘there was not a word said about
barring the toe lhold. Gotch heard the
crowd demand him to show the fambus
bone-twister and naturally he decilded to
use It on Yokel, because the latter was
the best of the four men and knows a
great deal about the game.
