Thc
stated iiltanley was two Uvs ahead.

straight to Wadelai, whither it was
thought be would arrive Uity days
later about the middle of January,
lsSS. The Arabs are ot the opinion
that the expedition id still strong
enough! to reach Wadelai.

NoteIt wid be remembered that on
August 1st information was received
from iAaEzlbcr that two messengers
bad arrived there who left the interior
about the beginning of April and who
reported that Stanley bad not arrived
at Wadelai up to that time. The mes-

sengers stated that in the month of
March Emin Pasha did receive some
vague and indecisive news oi the tx
peditioD, but that the reports were
coDllicjtiug.
