a Injrti tariff had no Influence on the priceof wool, which was regulated by the law of
supply ana aemana. He quoieu statistics
to show Unit under a high tariff the price of
wool had steadily declined. He did not
claim the decline was attributable to the
tariff, bat to the increased supply. The
bill presented a fair proposition to make tbe
reduction on woolen goea equal to the re
duction which would result from putting
wool on tne nee list.

La t oilette of Wisconsin took up and
criticized Carlisle s speech on .the bill es
peciaily that portion in which the Speaker
endeavored to snow the prosperity or the
country during the low tariff decade, from
1350 to 1S60.
