Concerning Crook's Comman- d-
Horrible Condition of the Troops.

Ciikyknnk, October 4. A man
named George W. Liudsey, a pros-
pector belonging to the Union
Stock Yards at Chicago, arrived
lere to-da- y from Crook's command.

He left the command at Custer
City on Sunday, September 24th.
He says the whole party were worn
out, barefooted, infested with para-
sites, and in a horrible condition.
On the loth Crook aeut out a party
of 150 on a foraging expedition from
tho Little Missouri, where the com
mand was at that time. The scouts
of the party on the second day af
ter leaving Crook discovered a vil--
iege of thirty lodges of Sioux. The
whole tparty lay in ambush until
the next morning, when they at
tacked the Indians. After a slight
resistance they lied to the rocks
and trees. The Indians kept up the
fighting until Crook's command ar
rived, when they sent a squaw out,
and Crook, through an interpreter,
told them if they surrendered he
would not hurt them. The Indians
had but one round of ammunition
apiece left. During this time the
bucks of the parry made their es
cape. There weie nut seven sur
rendered, i enow Head, a noted
chief, was killed. The whole com
mand then proceeded to Crook
City. Their euflerings were terri-
ble. Being out f provisions, they
had tolive on'tbrse flesh for nine
days. Crook procured provisions
from tho residents and kept on to
Custer City, where they, arrived
last Saturday week. There they
meet their supplies. Crook will
await orders there, though he ex
pects to be ordered to keep on the
Red Cloud agency, which Is about
forty miles north-eas- t of Laramie.
There wi re over ",000 men with
Crook, it will take two weeks for
them to be able to start again.
Tliere is general dissatisfaction
among the troops against Crook,
who is reported t have said that
the soldiers were afraid of Sitting
Bull; that a number of times he
knew where the Indians were but
would not attack them on that ac
count.
