when It Leeds it and when It don't
need it, and usually the latter. . ,

large breadth of land was sown last
spring, aod not over one-thir- d, or
at leAAt one-hA-lf of a crop, will b
raised. In fact, the croj are not
nearly as good aa those of last sea-
son.

Residents of Dtraeret, meo of good
Jadgment, told roe mat the beet
grain 1 that which has had the
least water, and those man are the
most successful farmers. They as
sert that early Irrigation atunts the
grain and starts tl:t weeds, ami too
much water ral the "mineral,"
which caunes an almost. Irreparable
Injury to the land. Those that have
farmed In a Judicious manner are
gradually improving their sur-rouadio-

and rice versa. And
they unanimously agree that a rad-
ical and thsrough change In the
method of farming must follow or
the district hopelenaJy ruined. For
Instance a men that Is this season
farming la a slovenly manner, say
IJ acr?, must reduce the area of
grtia 9 acres, cultivate well and
carefully, and when the weeds on
the uncultivated 20 get a good start,
in the latter part of Jane cr first of
July, go to with his plow and turn
them under, then the followingseason sow to grain, and serve the
other in the same manner, thus re-
ducing fclawatsr Ut one-hal- f, and
KT-tUr- j much :! the 20 acres aa
he now gets oT the 40.
