A8 wnis the case with Tonopah the
year following the exploitation of th
mines by the army of leasers, Gold-
field's mineral production for the secs
ond year of {t8 existence did not come
up to the record which was established
the first year—popularly and locally
known as the leasing perfod.  That
there iy obvious renson for this is thor-
oughly appreciated by those who have
kept In todch with the conditions of the
district, but without regard for all this
the production of the Goldfield camp for
the vear 1806 has been phenomenal and
pliuces (t high up {1 the lst of gold out-
putting districts, Ho high, in fact,
that no quartz camp in the west, with
the exception of Cripple Creek, can
touch it. That it would have reached
the production of the latter Is a fact
that is firmly believed had the condl-

NOT ENOUGH COPPER.

John Stanton Glves That as Reason
For High Prices.

The ghortest way to sum up the
causes Lthat led to the high copper me-
tal prices prevalling durlng the past
year, M{l John Stanton, the noted cop-
per gtatistician, In a recent contribution
to a New York paper, 18 to say that
there was not enough copper to go
around, There was no fictitious advanca
ot prices, and the galn recorded for the
metal *vas based on its demand, the
producer necessarily securing the ad-
vantage of the scarcity of the metal
that resulted In 18%-cent copper. Pro-
ducers in the main are now sold out ton
the month of May, so that (mmedinte
orders can only be filled at even higher |
figures. In addition to these strong |
factors, there la no stored copper sup-
ply waiting to be disposed of which
might tend to eurb the present quota-
tions. Several months ago I forecasted
20-cent copper, and I see that lust week
