thus been enabled to contemplate, the
"peculiar oeonle. with whom nature
aud reason have cast my lot, with the
aispassion oi distance ana cnaugeu
associationa.J-I- s . it possible ithat in
mere aneationa of fact. I sav notnlnir
of religion, I have been so grossly de-

ceived, my senses have been so inex
plicably dulled and misaireciea, mat
I have only, seen virtue where vice
was lampant, only light where Egyp-
tian darkness prevailed 7 It! is not
possible, and aa I expect to render my
account to my Maker 1 affirm that 1

present matters faithfully as I have
seen them. Mormonism in its every
phase, from Idaho to Arizona, Is fam-
iliar to me; not only in the home but
in the workshop and the charch. Hav-

ing delivered my credentials I shall
proceed to the matters at issue.

In my earlier years, before the ad-
vent of the railroad and the civilizing
influences of Christianity, we were free
from whiskey shops, gamblers and
houses of ill repute; there were no
thieves; and people did not dream of
locking their doors. Jails were empty.
What few policemen there were grew
fat in indolence.! And this was in; a
frontier countrv. wherein it has been
the rule for lawlessness aud murder to.
reitrn flUDreme. With Puritanic rigor
the Mormon youth were taught the les- -.

Peak, above Salt Lake City, when
the country was still Mexican territo- -
ry. uur grievances uau uui utru
asralnst governments but against mobs.
I have heard : It preached a thousand
times from the pulpit that the Consti-
tution of the : United States was in
spired by the Almighty. No idea has
been more nnnlv impressed upon the
Mormon tmlnd than the necessity of
rendering themselves entirely subject
to constitutional government, in me
Book of Doctrine and Covenants,
which above all books or teaching is
standard among the Latter-da- y Saints,
are found many passages, the burden
of whicn is that the Constitution and
the laws should bj respected. We are
there told: . ,

We belive that all religions socities have
a riicht to deal wKli tueir members for
disorderly conduct according to the mien
aud regulations of such societies, provided
that such dealings be for fellowship and
good standing, but we do not believe that
any reiigioua society has authority to trymen on tne right of property or life, to take
rrnm them this wold's goods or to put them
in jeopardy of either lire of limb : neither to

L inliict any physical punishment upon them ;
