This 18 bucket shop speculation in
its comwoneveryday uspect. A larger
margin thao 1 per cent. wiil be accepted
£0 that the custower wiil not be wiped
uut as soon &S the stock goes a polnt
against bim, and 50 or $100 or more
mey be invested at a time. Asto the
amount of margin, however, and
the size of the speculations, cach
shop hus its owu rules, and outside of
1:is only ceal by special arrapgement.
One ol the sbops will only accept 3
per cent, margin and llmits its custom-
.ers’ profits to three per cent. Inother
places they will accept 10 per cent.
margin  and anmounce that un-
limited protits will be paid. All of the
shops, o, refuse Lo trade in certaln
atocks at certain times. For instance
the recent wide flactuations in New
Englaud stock and their consequent
losses have frightened tise bucket shop
people so Lthal they refuse to bave auy-
thidg to do with New Eagland secarl-
ties. Al of the snops lost very heavily
on the advance in this stock., A big
pucketshop lost to one customer, Kd-
ward 3. Ketenuin, aboat $10,000 recent -
iy, [ts members did not want to pay
and Mr., Kelehumn sned them., Atlast
aecounts they offered to comproinise
by puying 35,000, This is sald tobe
jJargest ol tbe butket shops. lo has
bHranch pluces all over the coun=ry,and
t9e proprictors say that altoget ber they
have taken in 15,000,000 this vear.
How wuch of this was paid back to
Lthe customers 18 not staled, but just
a3 littie ad possible,

The general appearance of a bucket
shop Iy easily described, As the Wall
strect broker remarks, they are tre-
quently located in the basement. A
laree one, kept hy o man named T'od,or
nis representatives, 38 in Droad street.
There are three or four In the samne
building with llammond, in Broadway,
just by the Welles bullding. J. 5.
Lyons & Co,, who went up at the very
beginning of the rise In the market,
which waus 1n & Broadway bascment,
I# open agaln with new names over the
door. The ropms are usually large
and comimnodious. Un one of the wally
is an jmmense board, on which, by
means of small pasteboards printed
with figures, the record -of the day's
market Is mwade, There are lines of
settees arranged in frout of this
blackboard on which the bucket specu-
lators sit and lounges,discussing prices
with their neighbors and exchanging
atorles, Usuoally the talk #is ol the
wildest and most absurd kind. The
bocket shop specalator cummnully
knows absolutely voihing of Wall
street affairs, and he might trade Ina
bucket shop for several centaries with-
out becoming any betler informed. In
one part of the rooin a business office
i8 handsomely flited up,and here clerks
stand ready o cemplete such trunsac-
tions as the customers want 10 go
mnto.

The formula is about as simple as
itcan be. If you wish* to buy say flve
shares of New York Central, you will
fili in a printed blank to the following
effect: J
Messrs. Jones & Co.: -

I wish to buy callun—shares of New
York Central at—

Joux SMiITIn.

Fill in the blanks with the number of
shares and the market price of the
stock and hand it in with 5, and youn
receive In return a printed form fAiled
1o like this:

In consideration of the sum of § re-
ceived, John Smith can call of us five
shares of New York Central at (say
113) atapy time before a gale'of not less
than 100 shares 18 made at the New
York Stock Exchange at 112 without
further notice., »

This is the whole transac-
tlon. 1t the stock goes up
the customer calls it at 113, and
gels the difference between that and
the warkét price. 1I It goes down his
margin is wiped out. The customer is
not limited to deallngs on the long side
of the market. HHe can sell short If he
cares to do so, and the above process
12 reversed. k

The danger In dealing with these
bucket suops I8, lo the drst place, that
speculation ‘results disastrously to
thuse who cogage in It any way. Itls
reckoned thst of the hundreds of out-
siders who go into Wall Street Nger
cent. lose their mone;. CharlesJ. Os~
borne used to gsay beiore he died that'
his customers chenged regularly every
two years. In other words, he
started with a certain set of men on
January 1, 1880, the entire list would
e dealt out by thelr operations inthe’
stock market before January 1,
1882, Why it 13 so may be left
to the = caleulator of  chances;
out the fact remalos that the bucket
shop stands in &8 much better position
than the keeper of the game doesina
gambling bouse. There seems to be
more chances in its favor. Tbe bucket
shop wins in nine cases out of ten.
And in every case the bucket shop
collects a commission of one eiﬁth per
cent,, and if the transaction is made
aand closed on the same day, & quarter
is charged. Dot added to the gemeral
objections to speculations, tbere s a
specitie one to tbe bucket shops on
¢ score of their utter irresponsibility.
A8 in the case cited above, when one
of their castomers does make a profit
in their shops, they mwmply refuss to
r;y and the customer resori to the
aw.

is one large air-pipe that reaches down
into the center of the stokers’ quarters
and on-a big steamer the men have to
take the airfin patches. Ou a great
o¢can steamer like the Umbria the
men coine on in gangs ol eizhteen

stokers und twelve coal-passers, and
the “‘watch” lasts four hours. 'The
Umbria has seventy-two farnices,

which requite nearly 2@ rons ol coul o
day, ata cost of almost 329,000 per voy
age, One hundred and tour men are
employed to man the foknaces, and
they have enough to do., ‘Tney include
ihe chief engineer, his three assistants,
pinely stokers aoud coul-passers.

The stoker comes ou to work wear-
ing ouly a thin uwdlershirt, long
truasers and wooden shoes. Oun the

Umbria esch stoker tends four fur-
naces. He llrst rakes open the fur-
naces, tossea ino tae coal, and then
cleans the fire—chat is, pries the coals
apart with a heavy fron var ifu order
that the flre way burn freely. He
rushes from one furnyce to auother,
spending  pernaps two or turee
minutes a% each. Then he Jdushes o
the wir-pipe, takes his tarn at cooling
off, aud walts 1or another cull 10 his
furnaces, which comnes sp. edily. When
the **warteh” is over ihe menshuille off
dripping with sweat froin head 10 1oot,
Lthrougan long,cold galleries to the fore-
castle, where they twarn in for weight
hours. Four houra of scorcluug aud
elght hours’ sleep makeup the routine
of a stoker's llie ou a voyage,

The reporter ran across u ygroup of
stokers ﬂ. West sirees, and had a chat
with one of them. *'Iwent Lo sea asa
coal-pasger when [ wus 14 years old,”
he said. **Then 1 got to be stoker,and
1 am now twenty-vight.”’, The speuken
was about six feet in bheight, and
weighed 180 pounds or mere. llisiace
was raddy with nealth, and his eyes
beamed with gonoed nature. ilisro-
bustappearance was la strong coa-
trast o that of some of his mates who
had just landed from a voyage, a puile,
stresked-out, listless-lovking sct of
men.

the tropics 1 wanted to keep under Lhe
air-pipe all I could. Now ! goto Eog-
land, and have four furnaces to tend
Four bours arejust about as much as
we cap staud belore the fires. It uses
some of the micn up s0 badly that when
the watch is over Lhey can just crawli to
the forecastle and throw thenselves on
their bunks without washing 2 bit.
Isut others of us don’t wid 1t #o wuch.
We beat our water, take & wush, and
then have a pipe or iwo before turn-
iog in."

S0 he sent down grog to ug, and told
us to flre up like mad. Well, we did
until we learned that we were ahead.
Then we took a rest. Down comes Lhe
Captain with another lot of grog.
‘Fire her up, boys,” yells he, and we
did fire herap like lions, until we wére
ahead again., We kept tbhat up for
three days and got ail the grog we
wanted. Bautflnally we let her beal us,
as Lhe grog Played us out too much,
But we don’t often have such fun as
that,’” the stokeradded, as he strollcd
aboard ship .—"\'zw York Tribune.
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Eascaping the Guards.

It is pleasant, even at this, distant
day, to recall the extreme and admiring
devotion to Colonel llawkions, even
amid the trylng scenes of & rough and
doleful millitary prison, a# shown by
several younyg meimnbers of his**Scoats™
who shared with him his prison-life.
The pleasant cmnraulunuhlp of a
Lieut¢nant Spence | especizlly rem-
ember, and often recall his pecoliar
and bold mode of escape from a reaily
strong prison-guard in broad daylight
on the streets of Nashville, IFere are
the facts of his remarkable escape:

Whenever « enough prisoners were
collected in the distributing prison,the
Naslville penitentiary, they were
marchad under guard 10 the provost
marshal’s office, a plain brick buufling
not far from Mrs, James K. Pulk's
beautiful and poted residence. Oue
bright cold d:r in Janpary, 1863, with
streets and sidewalk covered In places
with packed snow and ice, 8 batch of
fiflty or sixty priseners, mostiy offjcers,
were macshed along the rather retired
streets from the penitentlpry to ihe

rovost marsbhal's and tthence to the
andsome Siate Capital, to have the!r
names properly recorded
were senl permanent by to the prison-

camp. -

They were guarded by twenty orthirty
men of the Veteran Corps with rifles
loaded and onets frzed for im-
mediate action in case of any attempt
at escape. Near the head oI the col
umn was Lleutenant Spence, dressed
in cltizen’s sult, including a biack felt
hat and heavy biack overcoat, senthim
some of the Samaritan ladies
Nashville. By the time we reached
the provost marshal’s office, the guard
had e somewhat social with the
chatty prisoners, and rather careless;
nd more or less citizens, puo!?f to
and fro, were near the column, at times
converslng with some of! the prisoners.
